T JIE :'.Jinistry of :."1Iercr as taught in t he Sacred " 'ord is a :1Iinistrr of H elpfulness. To 
be more specrnc, il is a Tfraling mu/ J; i.fe (/ivin.ff Nini.•lry to the soul, and to the bodr as 
well. The sacredness of t he J\linis try of Healing- fo r the hoclr, is rt'adilr seen in the Bible, 

which pu ts a sacred ness upon the human bodr, and the responsibility of the l\Iinistry of 
Heal ing upon the Priesthood. 

In ancient da.,·s Jesus, the grt'at Physician a nd H igh Priest , exalted the Minis try of 
Healing. Tn llis teaching to Jlis disciples Ile readilr sch forth the :\Iinistry of 
Healing with its responsibil ities in two commandments: The first commandment, "Go," is 
found in :lfark 16:1:3 a nd the second "Go,'' is found in Luke 10:37, "Go and do thou likewise." 

\ Ve find that in this verse H e is demanding that Ilis d isciples iro a step farthe r than in 
t he first commandment, showing them that the ma nifested evidence of Christian life is the 
practice of t he :llinis tr.,· of Healing. Furthermore, it gh·es to t hem the full assu rance of 
eternal life. 

We al so find in the teachings of t he Apostle Paul, that all the law is fulfi lled in one 
commandment, "Thou shalt lo,·c thy neighbor as th.,·self."' T he law made a tremendous 
dema nd on man. It was a rigid school master that ga,·e to man onlr a veiled knowledge of 
righteousness and his d utr to his brother. B ut th rough Christianit)·, the law of love makes 
p lain the Christi an dut)· and privile~e and puts the te;,L of hol.,· li,·ing and discipleship not 
upon how much the gospel does for self, hut what it demands that ~elf do fo r others. ,re a re 
saved to sen-c.

"\Vhen plitC'ecl in a Christian en ,·i ronmen l he sn 1Tcndered his plans to God's 
will, and ins tead, became a mi ssiona ry to ,Japan. IIis de1·oted life oYcr thert' 
was worth mo re t han it cYcr could ha1·c been as a lawyer hen'. Ilis life ,1·as 
changed by his fi nding Goel while attending a Holiness school. 

Recently, we read that no student can attend college for a year and not 
be greatly chnngccl by the influence of the other st udents. If t his is true of 
a ny college i t is undoubtedly true of 11. Chri st ian college. Christian colleges 
arc rnaint ;iinecl for the puL'posc of training the spil'itual , the mental , anfl the 
physical. Each suppol'ts ancl sus ta ins the other. 

The ult imate ai111 of a tru ly Christian college is the sal ntt ion of its students.

God's plan for our li1·cs is so nrnch bet ter than ours could lie t hat 11·c should seek 
to kno11· what Ilis wi ll is for us.

good unclel'sbtndin g ha1·c all they that clo Ilis conrnmnclmcnts ." ( P ,mlrns 111 :-
10). S urely we learn t he fea r of the Loni and thus gain rnorc knowledge in 
a Ch r ist ia n school than in a state school. 

The physical pa rt of Olll' beings is suffici en t ly e111phasizcd in Christian col­
leges. Fresh air, pure 11·ate r, proper cxeH"ist•, eorrcd foc>Cls, and the needed rest 
arc a ll essential to perfect health. :\Ian has th ree parts, and all three rnust be 
educated for an all-round education. If 0111~· the physical is trained, 111an be­
comes little more th,ln ,t beast: if only the mental, we will soon ha,·c a race of 
weak infidels. If the mental and physical, hut not t he spiri tu al, arc trninecl, the 
most i111portant part of the nmn is left out. It is a sad truth that Christian 
colleges a rc the only ones that train each part of 111/lll properly. In t urning to 
state supported schools one finds that t he sp ir itual side of life is scarcely 
recogni zed, much less t r ai ned. 

An education in a Chl'istian ,;chool, where each member of the faculty is a 
conseeratecl child of Goel is worth more than any one, e,·cn t he recipient himself, 
rca1izes.
