Officially known as the
Nampa Fellowship Federal, the
Nazarene Credit Unionwas organ-
ized in 1953 with $175 in assets.
In 1957, when Robert Moore be-
came manager of the Union, its
assets totalled $5000. Total as-
sets today total $1 million.

The Nazarene Credit Union
isorganized among Nazarene
churchmembersof the six Nampa
area churches, any member of
which may save or borrow at the
Nampa Fellowship. The Fellow-
ship pays 53% interest insavings,
while collecting $6.52 on every
$100 loaned. A life insurance
program is also included for any-
one saving or borrowing money
at the Union.

Mr. Moore, manager of the
Credit Union, is honored in ser-
ving on several governingbodies
in the credit union movement
For instance, he is managerof
the State Office for Credit Unions
in Boise. He also represents the
eight northwestern states in a
225-member board governing
credit unions around the world
Helping Mr. Moore inmanaging
the Nampa Fellowship Federal is
a seven-member board of
directors and a clerical staff of
three.

Voice your opinion

A pathy is a subject that receives too much comment. Very
often, a situation claiming little noticable response or thought is
said to be characterized by apathy.

Such is not the case at NNC. Although there have been a num-
ber of situations that received little noticable response or thought,
these situations have not been characterized by apathy. Rather,
they have been characterized by a lack of initiative and/or fear on
the part of the public.

Itis factthat a number of individuals, or groups of individuals,:
have expressed amongst themselves dissatisfaction over various
issues or events. The point of our discussion then is to ask why these
people refrain from speaking out.

Many are fearful to speak out because of potential public reac-
tion: Others maynotagree; the older, established students may per-
secute; one might be forced to defend his argument; someone else
can always say it more eloquently,

The oldidea, it won't get done unless one does it himself, ap-
plies to our argument. Many rely on the initiative of others. "I
don'tneed to speak out because someone else will, "' This is an ex~-
ample of true apathy.

Many do not realize that by not speaking out on issues or events
thatoffend them they are offending themselves. They are,
condoning or endorsing such issues and events.

Our danger is not in apathy but in silent dissatisfaction. It is
not in complacency but in underlying discontent.

A brief look at the implications of this peril warns us thatnot
keeping all opinions out in the open can cause a smoldering effect
with a consequent explosion, or may create unconscious opposing
sides complete with suspicion and paranoia.

So many avenues are open to those who have an opinion. Stu-
dent officers and administratorsare always willing to talk to any-
one, the Senate is open for public discussion, pickets are legal.
Letters to the editor of the newspaper are still one of the best ways
to distribute public expression. Let's use these methods and openly

in fact,

discuss what concerns us. ba

Do you recall the words of Sat-
urday night's songs ? Secular
music themes seem to consist of
immorality and drugs. Compare
that with what we heard atthe
New Folk concert. Eveninsome
of the songs they termed secular
youcaught an under~tone of
Jesus.

The whole spirit of that music
was different. The theme was in
the words and you hardly noticed
the beat. The movementyoufelt
within came from equating with
the freedom found in Jesus - far
different from the advocated un-
inhibited sensual expression con-
nected with rock music.

We are to yield ourselvesto
His glory. That comes in being
freed to be ourGod intended
selves rather than through emo-
tional, psychological, or hyp-
notic expression.

the school year 1971-72, As you
will remember there was some
hassle when several organizations
took cuts intheir allotments. The
difficulties were hashed out ap-
parently to the satisfaction of the
majority and was passed by the
Student Senate, the Administra-
tive Council, and now by the
Associated Students as a whole.
