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= From these ccnsiderations we are led to the conclusion that it is absolutely the
% will of God, as expressed in nature, to do many things without regard to our
ol pleadings or.wishes.

The realm of prayer, thus bounded, is also circumscribed by the innumerable
things that God will not do, which are necessarily and always contrary to His will.
He will not do anything that is wrong or unwise. How often have we bruised our
weary souls against this immovable boundary! How often have we thought by
petulant importunity to induce our Heavenly Father to give us something just
because we eagerly desired it, and without reference to its expedience, value or
utility! How often have we implored the Lord to minister to our selfishness or
vanity, to pamper our pride, and to gratify our love of ease or pleasure! But He
loved us too well to grant such zinful petitions, and manifested His tender affec-
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tion for us infinitely more by withholding
that which we sought than He would have
done had He given us what we asked.

Within these two areas, clearly defined
in our thought, but sometimes very dimly
outlined in our experience, lies the great
sphere of prayer, wiz.,, that realm of action
and event wherein the will of God to do or
not to do a certain thing is changed by
human petition. If this were not so, prayer
would aiways be vain and ineffective, Jf
God’s attitude to persons and conditions
were absolute and unchangeable, and could
never be modified by the petitions of His
children, it would be idle and foolish to
pray.

It follows that all prayer is based on the
belief and assumption that God, if impor-
tuned in the right spirit and the right way.
will do that which without supplication, He
will not do, Does this imply that our Heav-
enly Father is vacillating and capricious?
Does this indicate that He can be induced to
change His purpose like seme infirm person
who is the victim of undue influence? Does
it logically follow from this that the Creator
will weakly vield to the long-continued en-
treaties of the creature? We are thankful
to know that these questions can all be an-
swercd in the negative, and that the divine
philosophy of prayer is wholly compatible
with the scriptural statement that “every-
good gift and every perfect gift is from
above, and cometh down from the Father
of lights, with whom is no variableness,
neither shadow of turning” James 1 : 17.

And yet how are we to reconcile this with
the fact that God so often repents of His
purpose because of the pleadings of His chil-
dren? The answer is simple: The divine
will at all times is in perfect relation and
harmony with all the facts of the case, with
all the elements of the situation. The intro-
duction of the factor of prayer into a given
set of facts, changes the combination, and,
if the prayer be a righteous one, requites a
readjustment of the will of God, and the
granting of the petition, in order that the
best tesults, or .the maximum of good, may
be attained.

God’s plans with reference to His children
are perfectly adapted to their highest good,
which is always in exact correspondence with
His glory. If they ignore Him, or pray for
the gratification of their lusts, His purposes
will Dbe related with infinite delicacy and
wisdom to just that condition of affairs. If,
on the other hand, they are rightly adjusted
to Him, and ask Him for that which is con-
sonant with their recal*needs, and those of
others, His decision, which is always abso-
{utely wise and good, will be favorable to their
petitions.

Two or three illustrations will perhaps
make this important point stilf clearer. A
court having judicial powers in certain classes
of cases, never really acquires jurisdiction
until its action is invoked by one of the par-
ties, and the other parly acknowledges such
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jurisdiction by coming into court, The
plaintiff in the case we will 'say has a just
and meritorious cause of action, and the
court decides in his favor. And yet, if such
plaintiff had not requested the interposition
of .the court, he would not have obtained the
relief to which he was entitled. By sleeping
on his rights, he would have lost them. Obvi-
ously there are many things which a wise and
loving earthly father will give his children, if
they ask for them, which he will not give
them if they fail to do so. The asking
changes the situation, Oftentimes it is wise
and right to give that which is thus asked
for. when it would be wrong and foolish to
give the same thing to a child who did nat
ask for it. It is like a pair of scales per-
fectly balanced; the prayer of faith, offered
in humble submission to the will of Ged, is
cast into one of the scales. immediately de-
stroving the equipoise or balance, and creat-
ing a new condition which invelves the an-
swer to the prayer.

Several other vastly important considera-
tions still remain to be discussed. One of
these is the solemn importance of praying
according to the.will of God. We are fa-
miliar with many cases where Christians have
aricvously erred at this point. DBecause some
glorious promise in the Bible did not ex-
plicitly include the stalement that acquies-
cence in the divine will was one of the condi-
tions of obtaining the blessing sought, they
have assunted, cither that it might be claimed
without recard to that condition, or that they
had a right to conclude that it was the will of
God in all cases to grant the petitions which
were based upon that promise. They have
misconceived the purport of some such prom-
ise as this, found in Mark 1! : 24 : “There-
fore, 1 say unto you, whatsoever things ye
desive when yve pray, believe that ye receive
them, and ve shall have them.” Thus mis-
conceiving, they have asked the Lord 1o
heal some loved one who was nigh unto death.
Knowing that they asked this boon with
stronz desire, they have felt that the only
other condition necessary to be met was that
of faith. Their next step was to believe that
their prayer was granted, and that the dear
one would be healed. We have known of
cases where at this point the health of the
sick person would improve, thus confirming
the confidence of the petitioner, and vet
after a few days serious symptoms would de-
velop, quickly resulting in death. In some
instances circumstances such as this have
shatlered the faith of the child of God who
has overlooked the truth that we must always
pray, as Jesus did in Gethsemane, “Thy will
and not mine be done.”

Glory

We look in vain among either secular or
Bible dictionaries for a satisfactory definition
of this wonderfut word “Glory.” In the for-
mer we are told that it means luster, splen-
dor, brilliancy; the felicity of heaven prepared
for those who love God. In the latter we are

informed that it signifies in the Old Testa-
ment the self-revealed character and being of
God; a physical phenomencn indicative of
the divine presence; that its meaning as used
in the New Testament is the manifested per-
fection of the character of God; the blessed-
ness of human nature in process of glorifica-
tion; the brilliant light which is everywhere
the manifestation of God; a hcavenly, radi-
ant light proceeding from a supermundane
substance of light; a luminous light-substance
in which God reveals Himself,

My definition of glory would be that it is
the very life and nature of God. the Lreath of
His divine presence, the manifestation of His
ineffable tenderness and Jove; the revelation
of His divine beauty, and the perfect har-
mony and symmetry of all His infinite al-
tributes; the loveliness and sweelness of
Christ; the delightful fragrance of His being,
the ravishing music of His voice, the adorable
qualities of His love. Hence the word has
come to mean, as used in the New Testament,
and by the little ones who bask in the smile
of Jesus and the sunshine of His love, a de-
licious misture of all that is holy, heavenly,
and divine—of seraphic rapture, of angelic
bliss, of the ecstasy of the Son of God, of
peace unruffled and unending, of love so
sweetly mysterious and potent that it flows as
a veritable elixir of life thraugh cvery fiber
of the soul; of liberty exultant and boundless,
of youth elastic and buoyant; of health in.
corruptible and eternal; of life irrepressible
and immortal; of beauty so enchanting and
transporting as to satisfy every vearning ani
lonzing of the redeemed spirit; of music so
melodious and inspiring as 10 thrill and scothe,
and give adequate expression to thoughts and
aspirations which otherwise could not be fully
cxpreseed, even in the majestic language of
the saints of light; of the fragrance of (he
lily of the valley and the rose of Sharon, min-
gled with that of all the chief cintments of
the Bridegroom, and spices of the gardan of
God; of flowers and stars, of vaulted, azure
sky, of balmy breezes, of dewy dawn and
radiant sunscl, of singing birds, of verdant
vales, of cool, refreshing shade, of pellucid
and placid poels, of lovely Iakes, transparent
in their beauteous depths, of pines and palms
and all the tall trees of the forest, of delec-
table mountains, rich i sparkling fountains
and scftly babbling brooks, of sunny seus
whose inscrntable decps have never been ex-
plored, of broad rivers moving sublimely 1o
the mighly occan—all uniting in a rapturous
pean of praise 10 Him whom our soul loveth.

We get sick at heart, to hear or read from
men who ocught to have better sense, pleas
that the gospel must be adapted to mnew
world conditions. - Hence_ the prevalence of
s¢ much in modern sociology, science, ete.
Such stuff constitutes the staple of much
of the preaching of a large class of the mod-
ern clergy.  Such scrmons have nothing but
cound and no sense in them, and are harmful
and mischievous without a solitary redeeming
feature. \When will preachers cease to be be-
traved by the brilliance of infidels or the lofty
<ound of their pretentious words and claims?
The gospel is the same it has always been,
unchanged and changeless. God is the same,
unchanged and changeless, Human nature is
the same, unchanged and changeless, save as
the mospel can change human nature and meet
its needs. The plain man referred to by
Dcctor Buckley in the extract Delow, as
having written a brief account of the work of
the Lord in Water Street Mission, New York,
was Sam Hadley. That book did rcad like a
second volume of the Acts of the Apostles.
WWe knew Mr. Hadley.and talked with him
much, about his work. He claimed the whole
matter as being supernatyral, Back to Pente-
cost. shouid be the cry of all the churches to-
day. Docter J. AL Buckley, before he died,
wrole the following:

S:ience is a revelation of forces. It is this, in
part, that makes the madern world to differ so
widely from the ancient. I is. essentizlly a new
wotld, Bul these forces are ail material and earth
forecs. Christianily is a revelation of spiritual
forces. We find herc dactrines, ceremonies and pre-
cepls; but above all things, we find a reservoir ol
power which has, from time to time, stirred the
couls of men and the cities of the world. This
rower is manifested throughout the story of the
Acts of the Apostles. It it were limited to the carly
days, there might be room for doubt; but it is not.
Recently a plain man wrote a brief account of the
work of Lhe Lard in Water Street Mission in New
York, and an emineni minister said concerning that
Fitle boﬁﬁ.r "It reads like a second volume of the
Acts of (he Aposlles.” Miracles of prace quitc as
wonderful as those recorded in the New Testament
are related in that little volume, which was written
by a man who was_himself, like Saul of Tarsus,
rnateched from the power of the cnemy by a spirit-
szl wonder which must have made the angels look
vazerly over the balllements of heaven Lo sce what
the Lord was doing on the carth.

Auain and again the wrilers of the New Testament
tefer to this strange energy which beran to be mani-
fc<t in Lhe world with the coming of our Lord. It
was manifest in the preaching of the apostles in the
conversion of sinners, in the support vouchsafed to
the disciples of Christ under fiery persecution, and
in their triumph over the last cnemy. This is the
center of aur religion. We have fallen upon times
when a strong tendency cxists in the pulpit 1o ignore
it and in the churches 1o disregard it.  Other mes-
sanes are now being proclimed as the hope of hu-
manity, Scienee and philosophy, cthics and econom-
ies, saciology and Jiterature, constitute the staple of
many madem sermons. We are told Lhat the old
rospel must be adapled to ihe modern wmind, The
uld doctsines of the new birth, spiritual experience,
and supernatural demonstrations must give plaze 1o
tnmething modern and ralional,

A vizorous writer has recently declared that Chris-
tfanity is just entering one of the most hotly con-
tested batiles of history. It has come triumphantly
through a hundred hard-fought fights; but never
before were the arguments of the encmy so sublie
and so plausible, Never befare were the minds of
men so successfully imposed on in matters of re-
kgion. I{ Christian ministers and taymen shall carry
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the banner of the crozs through the fire and smoke of
this baltle and plant it trigmphantly on the ramparls
of the foc as they have done in former engagentents,
the power of Christ must rest upon them as it rested
on Lhe first apastles. They must preach Christ, the
power of Ged and the wisdom of Ged, and point to
resulls as proof of the dectrine. We murt be able
to say of multitudes, brought from darkncss (o light,
“Theie ate our epistles.”

God Knows Best

fectly and He knows, as well, the road we are
to travel, Wilh His wise foresight He has
provided for every contingency, every need
and every danger.

The Watchman-Examiner says, "“in these days,
when the power and opportunity of the pulpit arc
exeeplionaily  great, Lhe minister may make his
preaching mightily effective. By conservation of his
wnergies, concentration of efforls, ard conscrration
of all the powers of his soul he can make his pulpit
and parish Lwin centers of radiant influence.”

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Living m the Will of God

HE reason so many of us have made

I such slow progress in the spiritual life,

since we professed the experience of
entire sanctification, is because we are more
anxious for a happy experience than we are
to do the witl of God; more concerned about
the blessing than we are about the Blesser.
We have found it easier to keep our beads
in line wjth an orthodox theory than it is to
keep our hearts in tune with the will of God.
But the secret of growth in grace according
to James, is not by merely looking unto the
perfect law of liberty, but by continuing
therein. |

It is indced an absolute impossibility to do
the will of God until His will has been
wrought in us, in convicting, converting, and
sanctifying power, When the cleansing bap-
tism came we experienced the power of God
in destroying sin in our hearts, and the abid-
ing of the Comforter filled our hearts with
blissful emotions. YWe mounted up on wings.
but we had to come down, sooner or later, to
walk. Some fainted when they first struck
the ground and met daily duties, opposing
friends, and fierce attacks of the Adversury.
It is indeed one thing to get through into the
perfect will of God and quite another to hold
our ground and make advancement——to de-
light in the goodly prospect.

How little we know what God’s will for us
is going to be when we say the last yes! We
make the venture of faith as did Abraham
when he went out not knowing whither he
went. We do it with the assurance that God’s
will for us is best. We can not sce the end
from the beginning, and each succeeding day
makes known to us the Father’s will. pro-
vided we are obedient children and go by the
Word of God and not by impressions.

Tt is easy to believe it is God’s will for us
to be happy and glad. Even the Devil will
assent to that proposition, but it is hard- to
Tearn that suffering and heaviness of spirit
must at times be our lot, and the Adversary
will ever be ready to make accusation against
us when these come.

But the Captain of our salvation was made

perfect through suffering. He “learned obe-
dience by the things he suffered,” and we
hear the great apostle with exultant spirit
crying out, “That T may know him and the
power of his resurrection and the fellowship
of his sufferings; being made conformable
unto his death.”
« God has developed some of His choicest
saints in the furnace of physical suffering.
They have had to endure the taunts of their
ungedly friends who have cried, “Where is
your God? Why doesn’t He heal you? He
healed all whe came to him in the days of
His flesh.” And some too who believe every-
body can be healed of their physical ills as
well as spiritval, have questioned their piet
But Mrs. Bella Cook suffered for many years
and rejoiced in it all. The influences from
that sickroom reached to the ends of the
earth. She felt she had a special ministry of
physical suffering in the will of God. Abound-
ing grace made her soul triumphant over all.
She found it sweet to suffer because it was
His will,

One of the most unscriptural and unkind
things we ever heard was uttered by a promi-
nent evangelist relative to divine healing, in
a sermon at a campmeeting. A dear, sancti-
fied sister, twisted and drawn out of shaps
by rheumatism, sat in a wheel chair right at
the front. The speaker digressed from his
subject to speak on healing, and looking down
upon that sweet, radiant upturned face, cried
out, almost fiercely, “Do you think God is
glorified by that?”

The eyes of all were directed to the in-
valid, Unbelief inwardly responded, “Of
course not.  God can be glorified only in well
and strong people.” The dear sufferer felt
the blow keenly. For years she had suffered
and rejoiced in it as her Father's will. Will-
inT was she to be sick or willing to be healed.
They wheeled her back to her room, and the
Devil came with renewed power to accuse her
of not being right with God; but the sweet,
blessed Spirit was also there to soothe the
wounded heart, and she felt herself not to be
an object of the Devil’s power, but a subject
of her Father’s special love and cate, Years
have gone by and she still suffers on. Many
see her and she silently preaches to them a
greater sermon on patience, faith, hope, love,
and victory than a healthy, well-fed evan-
aclist could who might look down upon her
and ask, “Is God glorified in that?”

We might as well ask, Is God glorified in
the death of a beautiful little child so full of
hope and promise, when doctors and parental
care have done their best? We know of 2
father who, strong on the line of faith heal-
ing, feltMit could not be so. He was counted
a godlv man. He prayed for the healing of
his <hild, not according to the will of Gad
but from the fact that he claimed the prom-
ise. The child died. The father renounced
his faith in God and is today an unbeliever.
But his backsliding only revealed the lack of
a wholly crucified will.

True faith would sing, “These light aiflic-
tions which are but for a moment work out
for us a far more exceeding and eternal
weight of glory.” !

One of the most subtle ways the Devil has
of injecting doubt and questioning into the
hearts of the sanctified is by getting them to
look at things from the standpoint of human
reasoning and not from that of faith which
cries, “I know not now but T shall know here-
after. The Devil may have brought it but
God permitted it, and so it is His will for me
not only to endure but to rejoice and be
glad”

There are so many things that are God’s
will for us now but would not have been His
will had we let Him have perfect control of
our lives at the first, God does the best He
can for us in the circumstances and yet even
now He can take the corrupt issues of our
lives and straighten them out, making them
all work together for our good and His glory.

We have little difficulty in discovering
what is the will of God for us as long as we
keep our all upon the altar and maintain an

e

attitude of perfect heart honesty toward Him.
We then are not looking for any easy way out
whereby we shati avoid the cross. In God's
sweet will the cross is covered with roses. We
learn to glory in it. We rest in the place
where we know God does undertake for us,
The iret, the worry, the repining, have alt
been swept away and find no place for ad-
miltance to the heart jn love with the wil}
of God.

But let something be withdrawn from the
altar, and trouble begins, It is the entering
vitis of unbelief, Human reasoning gradu-
ally takes the place of divinely inwrought
faith. The spirit is grieved and does not give
such sweet manifestations of Jesus and His
love as formerly. It may be some time be-
fore those near us notice the change, but the
heart soon becomes conscious of its lack of
rest, soul confidence, and power.

In such a state some rush on in their re.
ligious activities, booming missions, spread-
ing haliness with self and self-interest ever
an increasing factor. But it is possible to
preach holiness without preaching to the bot-
tom of things with that glad soul abandon-
wnent that makes one feel there is no grit of
carnal self to mar the working of their soul’s
power, for all is committed unto the Lord.

“If in anything ye be otherwise mindel
God will reveal even this unto you,” Carnal
celfishness ever follows the line of least re-
sistance. It can multiply arguments to lead
by another way than Gethsemane and Cal-
vary; but such arguments are silenced by
Him who said, “If any man will be my dis-
ciple let him deny himself and take up his
cross and follow me. He that loseth his life
shal! find it, and he that findeth his life shail
lose it.”

We say our consecration was complete
when we trusted God to sanctify whoily, but
it was really our initiation into that life where
we were to become a living secrifice; we say
faith is perfected when the believer fuily
trusts; yes, but it develops and grows in the
teslings and trials that come according to the
will of God. The cleansing of the heart is
not an act God performs and then departs.
The act is only the preliminary to His com-
ing in to take up His abode. The indwelling
presence must keep the temple clean.

Sudden Riches

«But they that will be rich fall into many foolish
and burtful lusts, which drown men in destruction
and perdillon” {1 Timothy 6:9).

~How hardly shall they that have riches enter into
the kingdom of God?* {Mark 10: 23.)

“For this ye know, that no whoremanger, her une
clean person, nor cavetous man, who is an idolater,
hath any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and
of God” (Ephesians 5: §).

THE seeking of riches, the getting of
riches, the possession of viches, and
use of riches are all fraught with peril
to the soul of man: Paul was a wise and pru-
dent man who evidently had the mind of the
Lord, and he declares that they who purpose
to be rich fall into foolish and burtful lusts,
and that the effect of such tusts is to drown
men in destruction and perdition. This truth
should be a sufficient preventive against
Christians seeking riches,

When Jesus said, “How hardly shall they
that have riches enter into the kingdom .of
heaven” He was merely stating a truth that
is as it is from the very nature of the case.
He knew it because it is truth. Who can
know the human heart and the perils which
threaten it as does He who created it? The
evidence of the truth. of this statement is
everywhere blazoned along the path of the
human race. The.possession of riches has
ever been a snare to the souls of men. Thirty
years of observation compels us to declare
that this rule holds good with men in the
ranks of the holiness movement, even as it
doss with others.

The desire for riches works more havoc
than the possession of riches from the fact
that but few have the riches to cndanger their
sonls while all are susceptible to the snare of
the desire for riches. It is remarkable to note
that Paul classes the covetous man with the
whoremonger and unclean persons, and de-
clares that he is an idolater. The desire for
sudden and unearned riches is a species of
covetousness upon which the souls of count-
less Christians have been wrecked. Some one
says, "Sanctified people are proof agatnst it.”
The Book says, “Let him that thinketh he
standeth take heed lest he fall.”

Looking backward over the brief period of
twenty-five years, we can sce abundant evi-
dence that the Enemy of our souls has used
this weapon upon the holiness people with
apalling success, Who is there among us
who can not point to one or more fearful ex-
amples which have come under our own ob-
servation, Men who but a few years ago
were happy, consistent, liberal, and zealous
Christians are now sad-faced, stingy, grasp-
ing, indolent professors. Why? They began
to prosper in this world’s goods and with that
prosperity came their ruin, The proportion
of their income which they formerly gave now
seems far too much to give. The time they
formerly speat in prayer and praise now
seems too valuable for money-making to be
spent that way. Few, very few, are there
who can stand prosperity.

Surely, in the short history of our own
church we have had enough experience to
cause us to beware. How many promising
nunisters have fallen by this snare! How
many useful laymen have been wrecked upon
this shoal! How many thousands of dollars
of the Lard’s money have been wasted in vain
eiforts to make money for God by speculating
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in -get-rich-quick enterprises! How many
widows, orphans, and aged people have risked
and lost their little all upon the advice of
some stock-jobbing minister, or through the
solicitation of some unscrupulous promoter
who used a minister’s name or influence for
bait!

What course should we as 2 church pursue
toward such ventures? The writer can only
express his own convictions. When our
people are approached with specious argu-
ments regarding some “sure thing,” the only
safe plan for the great majority of us is to
shun it as we would the slime of the pit.
When some promoter solicits the investment
of funds under the guise of doing us a favor
by permitting us to share in a marvelous good
fortune, we may be sure that their real con.
cern is for the fat commission they are to get
rather than to be so kind to us. The only
persons who can afford to invest money in
such things are those who can afford to Jose
what they invest. If what you propose to
invest may readily be lost without crippling
your business, destroying your income, ot pre-
venting you from doing your part toward

S

God's kingdom, then you may be classed
among those who can afford it.

But at that, if you have funds for such in-
vestments the place to invest them is in the
extension of the kingdom. The returns would
then be as sure as the promises of God, and
there would be no guestion of possible wrong-
doing. \When ministers dabble in speculative
investment schemes, others are suve to {oflow
them. When ministers lend their names or
influence to-such things we should pray for
them as we would were they in any other
awful peril. But be sure to shun the proposi-
tions which thus seek 1o make merchandise
of the gospel.

Churches should be careful not to call such
men as pastors or evangelists, “God hath
not called us unto uncleanness [covetousness}
but unto holiness.” God has never seen fit
to finance His kingdom by speculation, and
we will not succeed by trying it. Only by the
most rigid adherence to the one purpose of
extending the kingdom in the God-appointed
way—the preaching of the gospel—can we
say with Paul, “I am pure from the blood of
all men.”

Miracles

RE the days of miracles past? Yes,
if we answer after having followed
. Athe modern evolutionary method of
thinking which is so much in vogue today.
Yes, if we have followed that method of rea-
soning and accepted its deductions, we must
say that there never was a day of miracles;
that all that appears in the Book of books
which savors of the miraculous is erroneously
recorded, and that all things are now, as ever,
in the process of evolving from one condition
to another. But bave we accepted this posi-
tion and the method of reasoning thereto
ang therefrom? A thousand times, No! We
consider it both unscientific and unphilosoph-
ical. And not only so, but we consider it ex-
tremely dangurous to the moral welfare of the
world, Think of the Bible, so full of the
miraculous. Think of the changes it has
wrought in the lives of individuals, of the rev-
olutions it has effected in human society. Now
think of eliminating from its sacred pages ail
the miraculous events recarded. How much
would there be left? And of what value would
the Book, thus mutilated, bc?—the reader,
after a carefui examination of the facts, may
conclude.

The Bible is filled with the miraculous.
There is the miraculous in the creation, in the
story of the flood, in the story of Babel, in the
record of the birth of Isaac, and ali through
the sacred writings. All prophecy has a vein
of the miraculous running through it. Jesus
Christ was miracuvlously born, and Peter and
Paul and their associates, as well as hundreds
of others whose lives followed in due course,
were miraculously born aggain.

A middie-aged man, who had been a‘ter-
rible drunkard, was converted, and some
months after this event a learned scoffer, bent
on destroying the faith of this new convert,
asked him whether he believed in miracles.
“Surely I do,” was the answer. “Then,” said
the scoffer, “how do you explain the story in
the Bible which says that Jesus turned water
into wine?” “I can not explain,” said the

convert, who was apt and witly, “but I can
demonstrate if you will come to my house
where you can see that Jesus turned beer and
whisky into carpets, furniture, good clothes,
and a happy family.” And so it is. Every
convert is a demonstration of the miraculous;
in fact, Christianity is necessarily a miracle
in and of itself, for Christ is miraculous and
so is all that flows from Him,.

What is a miracle, anyhow? It js an event
in the physical world, out of the ordinary
course of things, deviating from the known
lasws of nature—an event which can not be ac-
counted for by any known forces of nature;
it is, in other words, an extraordinary work of
a superior being, generally, though not neces-
sarily, transcending the ordinary powers of
nature.

Why should miracles be considered incon-
sistent with a divine manifestation? If God
made the world, set things in their proper
plages, and initiated the ordinary course of
the physical order, why could He not be able
to set aside that order and introduce a new
act or serics of acts for the purpose of accom-
plishing a special object? Suppose the writer
should be called as an expert to install a new
system of operation in a manufacturing plant,
and his efforts were successful and a thor-
ouphly efficient plan should be intreduced
and placed in operation, what would hinder
him from setting aside that plan at any time
and iatroducing a dilferent plan temporarily
to accomplish a specific object more quickly
or more satisfactorily? And after that object
had been accomplished, what would hinder
from his allowing the previously established
order to again be put into operation? Noth-
ing whatever. Such a course would be alto-
gether possible and is daily demonstrated
many times the world over.

Just so God has an established order of
things, but many times in days gone by He
has temporarily set aside His established or-
der to introduce a new method for the ac-
complishment of a specific purpose, which
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temporary order and its object we call a
mitacle. Thus. when Jesus was born, the
established order was suspended and a new
order substituted, and so we have the miracu-
lous birth of Jesus; and when the impotent
man at the Beautiful Gate was given the
power 10 walk, the established order of things
was suspended, a new order instituted, and
the man, miraculously healed, went about
leaping on renewed limbs, praising God.
There is absolutely nothing mystical or even
inconsistent about such a course of procedure,

And since God has miraculously manilested
Himself time ‘and time again in His dealings
both with His people and others, there is posi-
tively no reason why we should consign all
the miracles to the days of the dim and dis-
tant past. Every work of divine grace in a
buman heart is a miracle, and as these in-
stances occur right along, we are still living
in the days of miracles. God still lives in and
with His people, who are His representatives
on earth. He seeks to use them both indi-
vidually and collectively to accomplish His
purposes. “He worketh for him who waiteth
for him (Isaiah 64 : 4, R. V. M.). Sometimes
He works in and through His people by the
circuitous route of the established order of
thinas, but there are also occasions when He
sets aside all precedents and daes a new thing.

a marvel, a miraclé, ta attain or accomplish o

particular object.

And why should He not do s9?  And why
should we not expect Him to do so? When
the Israclites were following His leadership
and were wedlged in between the mountains
and sea by an angry, organized body of
trained murderers behind them seeking their
destruction, was it not perfectly naturzl for
God to set aside the established order of
things. open up the sea and make them to pass
over on dry land, thus escaping their and His
cnemies and saving themselves?  Surely so.
Just so in these days, if His purposes can not
be accomplished by the operation of the nat-
ural order, God c¢an and will set aside that
order and introduce a new order temporarily
te accomplish His purpose. If He has called
us as a Church to undertake specific tasks
for Him, we should do so; and if by His
leadership and our sincere and loyal adhe-
rence thereto He can accomplish those tasks
through us by operating in the course of nat-
ural things which FHe has established. we
should trust Him to do so, have faith in His
purpase. be obedient to His leadings, and then
praise Him whole-heartedly when the task is
accomplished. If, however, either as individ-
uals or as a body He assighs us tasks which
in the ordinary course of evenls can not be
accomplished, we must submit sincerely and
ioyally 1o His leadership just the same but
also trust and expect Him in His own way to
so work through us as to accomplish the
task, and then when it has been accomplished,
glorify His name, Thus if He should tell us
to preach in the Acropolis {o the Jearned
Athenians, we would do so, expecting Him to
work in the established order to bring men
unto Himself; but if He should instruct us to
take trumpets and march around the walls of
Jericho for seven days in succession and at
the end of the seven days blow the trumpets
to defeat and rout the enemy, we would do so,
believing 1that He would set aside the estab-
lished order of walls falling from decay and
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substituting another method temporarily to
bring down the fortifications of the enemy.

Let us realize that Jehovah is God; that He
is not limited either in wisdom or power, but
that He can devise and use any or all means
at His will for-the accomplishment of His pur-
pose, and we will not only have no trouble to
believe the miraculous part of the sacred rec-
ord, accepling it as correct as recorded; but it
will give us faith to undertake great tasks in
His will for His glory and the good of hu-
manity, which tasks undertaken by our best
efforts supplemented by His all-glorious
power will surely be accomplished.

The Deaconess In History

IN THE NEW WORLD

In 1840 Pastor Fleidnor was invited to come 1o
Amcrica to establish Lhe work bere, He brousht
with him several Deaconesses and a Deaconess order
was cstablished at Pitlsburgh. A few years Jater
another Deaceness organization was formed in the
Evanpelical Lutheran church, headquarlers at Phila-
delphia, There they opened a Deaconess home; an-
other home was later established at Omaha, There
are many sisterhoads in America under the auspices
of the Episcopal ¢hurch, some are called Deaconess,
We find mention made of them as carly as 1832,

The preat Methodist Training Home in Chicago
stands as a beacon light because of its preal serviee
and sacriffce.  Also Lhe Elizabeth Gamble Deaconess
tlome at Cincinpati. There arc other hames, in
Minneapolis, New York, Boston, St. Louis, Cleve-
land, Buifzalo and Washington, D. C.

Deaconrsses were formally recopnized and authoe-
rized by an action of the general conference of the
Methedist Episcopal church in 1888. The wark
itsell began in Chicago in Junc, 1887. At the close
ni the sccond wear of the Chicago Training School
for Home and Foreign Missionary Work, under the
leadership of Dr. J. S, Myers and his wife, Lucy
Rider Mycers, there were found among Lhe students
cight young women who were willing to remain in
the city during the summer and continue the prac-
tical work among the noor which had formed a part
of the training of the school, providing only they b2
supplied with home and board. It was Lreught be-
fore the exccutive committee of the schoal and they
voted Lo allow them the school building during vaca-
lion for lheir home. As to their support—well, it
was just simple faith in a great God, with a needy
field before them,

Prolcssar Bradley became wvery much awakencd
to this work, and in his address at their commence-
ment exercises made mention of it. Said he, “Somi
women feel their hearts drawn out 1o nursing work
in large cities. The possibilitics before the church
in connertion with Lhis work I desire to speak. Wiat
door is open before them?, Who is to commission
them? Who will direct-heir lnbor? To wham shall
they be responsible? What treasury is bebind them?
Now do we need them. The homes of ignarance,
poverty and wretchedness in our great city, the
thousands that are sick, the children that swarm our
strects, do (hey need the care and touch, the Jove antd
sympathy of Christian motherhood? This matter. [
confess, pains me. So little is being donc.  True,
here and there we find a woman out busy at this
work. The peeple look at her with curosity, and
wonder how che is related {o the church. [ am
amazed when T think of so great a need and the
little chance given to weman 1o work., How patient
she has been in this matler! Now, what arc we
raing to do about it?  What will those youns
women need who enter this work? You say, a hume
and support, Yes, just such a home as the school
is now offering, where they can be together. Jt is
more cconomical, it is more encouraging; ey will
have each other's sympathy and each other’s advice.



This work i5 a good investment of the church [or
Chrisl. Te pyt these women to work, 0 support
them. to direct them. It is high time the talents
and ability of our women whom the Lord has mani-
festly called inte His scrvice, be some way recog-
nized. and organized Ly the church. Blany are in-
visting money in bank stock and railread bonds. Let
us invest some in the great nced before us and reap
aur reward by and by, This is a present oppartuni-
ty for the church, We have our Tryphenas and
Tryphosis who labor in the Lord, and we shall find
our Priscillas and Marys.”

His words gave much cncouragement and tha
work was immediately begun by cight consecrated
women, full of zeal and the Hoty Ghost, and with
a place of shelter, and Philippians 4 119, “My Gad
shall supply all your needs” At the close of the
cymmer months their report showed all needs bounti-
fully supplicd, biils all paid, £6.55 in the treasury and
1,751 peesonal calls made.  The value of thal sum-
mer's work will never be known until that great
reckoning morning when ever a cup of cold water
piven in the name of a discple will not lose its
reward.

‘The time {or eatering the training school for the
fall term had come; twoe of the women who had
tasted the swectness of constcrated service decided
they must remain with this much-necded work. A
Deaconess Home Committee was created and a mo-
tion was made and carried that the work be curried
an as long as the Lord sent the means to do it. A
small four-rnom apartment was secured with «w few
picces of furniture, and thus (he firsl Deuconess
Home was epencd in Chicago Ly two heroic, conse-
crated women, One evening they were awakened
by a rap at the door. On apening it, instead of 2
burglar there stood a much-loverd mother in Tsracl.
She lad come with a burden on her bieart to help
these, God’s handmaidens, in their great undertaking.
Miss Thoburn. for she it was, remained in the home
Tor a whale year, Ieaving then to take charge of the
Elizateth Gamble Home in Cincinnati, The work
became publicly known and the ¢all of God touched
hearts here and there who responded to the call, ard
applied to admittance to the hame. Soon the familv
nembered a dozen; the Home became loo smali,
thus another need confronted them; they must have
a larzer building and Beother Myers, whom God had
s0 wonderfully blessed in the opening of the train-
ing school, taok hold of the situatian, and by prayer
and faith they soon secured a desirable property.
Mre. Myers, feeling the financial burden, was led to
send out an appeal for dime offerings; the response
w2t marvelous, six thousand dollars being realized
from this eall. What might we accomplish in the
l\:ork of the Lord if we would but iry? Not only
did the money come, but scores of strong, capable,
consccrated  young women centered the Training
Ifome tn prepare themsclves for Deaconess service.
_ I 1907 the Church of the Nazarene came into ex-
tence, and with it came the Deaconess arder. To-
day we have seveeal hundred God-called Deaconesses
Wearing the parb, and faithfully deing the work of a
Degroness,  Manwal:  "The dulics of a Deacencss
are manifold, such as ministcring to the cick ard the
poor. praying with the dying and pointing them to
the Savior, secking the lost and wanderng and en-
deavising by all means te lead them to Christ and
salvation,”

'i"!u: word “Deaconess” means “servant, helper.”
1t is Dlessed Lo remember that 1 Cotinthians t2 ; 28,
“Gad hath set some in the church, first, apostles,
secondly, prophets, thirdly, teachers, after Lhat
hefps" which very word means Deaconess, She is
(o heln the paslor in the multiplicity of cares which
tome to him; to help the needy wherever they are
found. There are many people who will never hear
the eospel wnless it s carried to them in the Llime
of their trauble or extreme need with the spinit of
Iendlerness and the touch of love, We live in a suf-
ferng world and there is a blessing in sharing the
burdens and sufferings of othess. In Christ's service
the happiest work is that which reaches the lowest
town, and with compassionate lave and a Christ-
ke tenderness lifts them up to the arms of Him
who came ta this world to scek and to save that
which was iosl.

During the past twelve years severdl of our de-
voled and sacrificing Deaconeses have been trans-
lerred from Lhe ficids of unliring service to the home

And if
she has been so falsely trained thal her natural
instincts arc blunted and dwarfed, it is evident
that she wouldn’t be capable of doing a mother’s
part by a child if she had oene. You know that
it takes every faculty, every ability at its very
best, and highest, for a woman to discharpe the
duties of motherhood to an immortal teing.”

That would nat be too great an
undertaking for her stunted powers, and it would
keep her from working serious injury, to an in-
necent helpless child.”

“I have seen babies born in homes of poverty,
and ixnurance, handicapped frem their very birth,
with :.emingly no chance at all before them, And
yet as | looked across the aiste at that little babe,
asleep on its embroidered pillow, I knew that
I had never felt sorrier far a child in my life.
No, il I were a preacher, I wauld not quarrel
with women who carry dogs. T would strike at
the selfish, shallaw, false ideals of life which rob

them of their best and strongest and most
womanly desires, leaving them chealed, and
blunted, and barren, filted only to be cave-
takers of some sleck, pelted animal.”

“But, mother,” said Mr. Thompson, “don't you
think it probable that mothcrhood itseli would
rousc and bring to the surface the best, cven in a
woman like this one you have told us about?”

Mrs. Thompson shook her head. I do not
ihink so,” she answered. “Supposc you should
decide in the first flush 2nd strength of your
young manhood that you did not want to pse
your right arm, and should bind it to your s=ide
for two, five, eight years. At the end ol that
time you might become intercsted in an athletic
neighbor, and note that his muscles were supple,
strong, and pulsing with good red bleod. You
could decide in your mipd that you would use
your arm after all, and that you wanted it to
be like the brawny arm of your friend, and so
would unioose the bindings you had kept there
through these years. But do you think your
change of mind would restore blood, plumpness,
health, and vigor to those withered, dried, stunted
muscles?

A Cuba, and again after the trouble on the

Mexican border, considerahle interest
was encouraged in cducational circles in ve-
gard to the acquisition of the Spanish lan-
miage, and there were goodly numbers who
succeeded in it. If among these, still remain-
ing, are some of our zealous preachers of holi-
ness, let it be known Lhat there is at the pres-
cnt time an unparallcled opening for them.
(I say “unparalleled” with some reluctance, I
admit, for I am prejudiced for the preaching
of entire sanctification from the opened Bible
in Italy: but let the word stand.) The open-
ing is in Spain, and if cver there was one that
was particularly favorable, it is there. Per-
haps you have nat heard; so let me tell you
2 thing of two.

Spain, of courte, is nominally Roman Cath-
olic. In all of the 20,000,000 inhabitants
there arc probably less than 10,000 Protest-
ants. The cffects of the great war have been
sharply felt. Although materizal prosperity has
advanced, social rancor has manifested itself,
and sedition and strikes are in conlinual evi-
dence.  Against this unpromising conflict of
forces the Bible cause goes on encouragingly.
Last year morc than 143,000 copies of Scrip-
tures were circulated. There is a man in
Madrid, Senor Arano, who attends to this.
He believes in newspaper advertising, and {fre-
quently inserts in the Spanish newspapers ad-
vertisements of the Scriplures, which result
i in calling attention to it, and setlingpeople to
talking about it. Then at the fairs at San-
tander, Pamplona, and other places, he is ac-
cuslomed to make exhibits, and to follow them
up with colportage. At the Caceres fair,
where so many of the nobilily atlend, he pra-
| duced a particular impression; but it was at
Santander that something occurred that was
much more mormenlous.

The first Sunday in November will be observed
by our churches everywhere with appropriate serv-
ices in the intercst of the Nosth American Indians,

The red race, scattered from the North PPole ta
the South Pole, represents a Macedonia by itself
wilh oulstrelched hands asking for 1he missionary.
Thirty million strong, they are marchinz to the
judgment unwarned by missionary or teacher of the
Cross. Truly our red brothers can say, “No man
careth for my soul” Sixty per cent are unrcached in
the Uniled States, and over nincty per cent are un-
reached in Latin America by Prolestant missionaries.
Gross and dense darkness and pagan worshipers exist
among these peeple who know lttle if anything
aboul the living God. Shall the first American be
the last one 1o receive the gospel? Sin is sweeping
them away like a great flood. Many are dying of
tubcreulosis, and many are being hopelessly stricken
blind with trachoma., Yel. where Christian mis-
sionaries have gone among them, this race is on the
increase. Missions among them soon become relf-
supporting. They are 1cachable, sell reliant, and
eager 10 learn, 2nd they [ill the halls to Jisten to
the gospel.

They arc.calling for the white man's
Bible and missionary. One million Indians in Gua-
temala, the burden bearers of Lhat natien, arc in
need of the zospel.  Poor, neglected souls, who will
2o {0 their rescue?

“Rescue the perishing, care for the dying,
Snatch them in pity from sin and the grave”

A million Indian head pennics and an avalanche
of Indian nickcls are being galkered by our Naza-
renes and friends from coast o coast. Many, ol our
chitrches are wsing the Indian bank or “aur mile
Laxes for collecting these Lrown coins,

Cur church at Oskaloosa, Towa, gathered twelve
thkagusand.  Otlier churches are reporting from onec
tismsand lo five thousand a month.

Fhe gathering of these brown ceins will help your
missionary aofferings and stimulale and encourage
especially the children in having a part in the giv-
ing to missions.

Applications will scon be coming in from our
youny; folks 1o go to the Indians wilth the gospel
message of full salvation, and we shall need all these
brewn pennies and Indian bead nickels, The gosnel
of Christ is the only bope of this fallen race. May
