Heitzenrater uses annotations on surviving early manuscript
sermons, information in JW’s Oxford diaries, and other sources to reconstruct a list of sermon titles and texts for
JW’s preaching between September 1725 and September 1735. In some cases we have evidence only of the title; in
other cases we know the text as well but not the occasion of preaching; and there are many sermons for which none
of these details has survived. But Heitzenrater’s list gives us what can be known.

We identify sermons by their number in Heitzenrater’s list (JWES, #1, for example, means John Wesley’s
early sermons, number 1). These numbers do not correspond to the numbering in Works, which covers his combined
published and manuscript sermons. The annotations on the manuscript sermons are available in the introductions to
the sermons as published in Works. The Oxford diaries will appear in this edition eventually. The reader should
assume that the texts and places given in this register for JW’s early sermons are indicated in the Oxford diaries and
annotations on the manuscript sermons, unless it is indicated otherwise in notes. The published location for these
early sermons, when the text is still extant, will be given at the first citation of each.

3The diary reads ‘Winchendon’. There are two places with this name (Upper and Lower), each with its own
local church. Bates, ‘John Wesley’s First Preaching’, makes the case that JW preached at Upper Winchendon.

4Again, the text is determined by the dated manuscript sermon.
5The text is based on the dated manuscript sermon. JW preached twice at Shipton this Sunday and twice

two weeks later (Oct. 24). He surely used this sermon one of those times.
6The text is based on the dated manuscript sermon. JW preached twice at Thame on this Sunday and surely

used the recently completed sermon for one of the services.
7The diary sets the date for the completion of this sermon. Notations on JWES, #2 list Binsey as the first

place it was preached. The sermon can be found in Works, 4:215–23.
8JWES, #2 includes a notation that JW preached this sermon at Buckland in 1725. The diary indicates that

JW traveled to Buckland on Dec. 28, and preached JWES, #1 there on Jan. 9, 1726. He may have preached JWES,
#2 at Buckland the previous Sunday, Jan. 2 (which would have still been 1725 by old calendar dating then in effect),
but no diary entries exist for that date to confirm this assumption.

1The record of the scripture texts that JW preached from during his time in North America is slim and quite
frustrating to the chronicler. He preached (or ‘expounded’) almost every day. It is easy to assume (as did Curnock in
his edition of the Journal) that JW’s texts, using the church calendar, were from the Book of Common Prayer.
Indeed, JW suggests once that he typically ‘explained’ the Second Lesson ‘after service’; see manuscript Journal,
Nov. 16, 1735 (Works, 18:321; Curnock, 1:117). But JW also notes reading sermons both from the Book of Homilies
and other authors to his congregations ; see manuscript Journal, Sep. 30. 1737 (Works, 18:566; Curnock, 1:395).
Thus, we have restricted this register to listing only texts that are explicitly verified from the diary, the Journal, or
other first-hand accounts.

2JW does not name the island. It was called Peeper Island at the time; now it is called Cockspur Island.
3In the Journal JW wrote, ‘I entered upon my ministry at Savannah by preaching on the Epistle for the day,

being the thirteenth of the First of 1 Corinthians’. He preached on the same chapter the next year (Feb. 20), when it
was again the assigned epistle. See note below on that occasion about the surviving manuscript.

4Journal: ‘I preached in the new storehouse, on the first verse of the Gospel for the day: “Which of you
convinceth me of sin? And if I say the truth, why do you not believe me?”’

5On the surviving manuscript copy of this sermon JW noted he had preached it at Savannah on Feb. 20,
1737. The text of the sermon is available in Works, 4:378–88. Some have tied this manuscript to JW’s preaching on
this text the preceding year (Mar. 7, 1736); cf. pp. 378–79.

6This was the First Sunday after Easter; JW preached on the Epistle for the day.
7The two previous listings also appear in JW’s surviving manuscript journal of his Georgia stay. This

manuscript also includes identification of this text for a sermon delivered in Savannah, which JW chose not to
include in the published Journal (see Works, 18:353; Curnock, 1:393).

8William Stephens, secretary of the trustees of Savannah, records that on Nov. 13 he heard JW preach on,
‘“Is it lawful to give tribute to Caesar or not?” from which he [JW] discoursed largely on duties of magistrates, and
on the obedience which was due to them; setting forth how far it was consistent with Christian liberty for people to
insist upon their rights, when they found themselves oppressed by inferior magistrates exercising a discretionary
authority which exceeded their commission’ (Stephens, Journal, 1:19).

9Stephens again gives an account: ‘On November 20, [JW] preached from the text, “Jesus wept”. He
showed himself a good casuist; but his metaphysical discourse would have been better adapted to a learned audience
than such a poor thin congregation as his, who stood in need of plain doctrine’ (Stephens, Journal, 1:30–31).

10Stephens continued: ‘On November 27, he [JW] preached from Acts 20:26, 27. He enforced the practice
of all Christian duties most pathetically, which he was well qualified to do. Some people imagined, from the choice
of the text, that he meant it as a sort of farewell sermon; but it did not appear so from any particular expression
employed’ (Stephens, Journal, 1:41).

This sermon was probably the same one with which he
began his ministry at Savannah; see above, Mar. 7, 1736, and note.

12JW had set sail for Rotterdam on June 13, 1738, accompanied by Benjamin Ingham, three other
Englishmen and three Germans. He returned to London on Saturday, Sept. 16, and resumed his work there the next
day. The diary shows that he preached frequently during the following days, but no texts are cited and only topics or
comments appear in the Journal for this period. For example, ‘I went to the condemned felons in Newgate and
offered them free salvation’; ‘I went to a society in Bear Yard and preached repentance and remission of sins’ (Sept.
19); ‘I spoke the truth in love at a society in Aldersgate Street’ (Sept. 20); he declared ‘the mighty works of God’
(Sept. 21); and ‘the gospel of peace’ at Windsor (Sept. 26).

This was the Colliers’ Children’s School in Kingswood for which George Whitefield
had laid the cornerstone on Apr. 2. According to JW, the foundation was not completed until June, ‘after many
foreseen and unforeseen difficulties’. John Cennick, the first headmaster, had preached the first sermon in the school
on June 14. Most of JW’s preaching in Kingswood from this point is in the school. In the diary JW begins to refer to
it as ‘the house’ or ‘our house’.

40JW mentions being in a new part of Kingswood in the Journal entry, but does not name it. It is identified
as the Cupolas in the diary on July 26. The Cupolas was a copper-smelting works 3 mi E of Bristol city center,
overlooking the River Avon (now Troopers Hill nature reserve).

41The diary for this entry and the next for Rose Green gives JW’s texts as Luke 7:40 and 7:41, while in the
Journal he quotes Luke 7:42, ‘I explained the latter part of the seventh of St. Luke; that verse especially, “When
they had nothing to pay, he frankly forgave them both”’.

42Also known as ‘Bury Field’ in JW’s day; Bearfield is now the northern district of Bradford-on-Avon.
43This was the last time JW was permitted to preach in Richard Merchant’s field. After the service,

earned the displeasure of his neighbours.

18The situation with the Moravians at Fetter Lane had reached the breaking point. After preaching at the
early morning service at the Foundery, JW left to take care of other matters, returning late morning. The diary
reveals the sequence of events: ‘11:15 At home; necessary business; religious talk to many. 1:15 Prayed. 3
Communion (nineteen there), agreed to leave the Society!’ The Journal adds a few details, including the fact that
Susanna Wesley was also present: ‘A few of us joined with my mother in the great sacrifice of thanksgiving and then
consulted how to proceed with regard to our poor brethren of Fetter Lane. We all saw the thing was now come to a
crisis, and were therefore unanimously agreed what to do.’ 

19This night, after the Love-feast at Fetter Lane, JW read his paper outlining his differences with the
Moravians and then, ‘without saying anything more, withdrew, as did eighteen or nineteen of the society.’

20Although the diary makes no specific reference to Islington, JW’s usual plan was to preach at Islington on
Monday afternoon.

21While no information about ‘the Barn’ has come to light, it appears to have been in the vicinity of
Deptford, where JW usually preached on Wednesday afternoons. Other references to ‘the Barn’ in the diary appear
Aug. 27, Sept. 24, and Oct. 8, 1740 (all Wednesdays). The two references in 1741 are on Apr. 23 and 27 (Thursday

12:38 has been recorded in SR1 (10 in 1750; 5 each in
1751 and 1752). Heb. 12 has only 29 vss. It is virtually impossible to determine the text on which JW actually
preached on these occasions. The Journal does not provide a single clue. To compound the problem, in four of these
texts, in another hand, the 3 has been changed to a 2, to read Heb. 12:28 (Coleford, April, n.d., 1750; Coolylough,
May 4, 1750; Berwick, April 23, 1751; Leigh, Dec. 26, 1751). In two others, the 3 has been changed to 1, or marked
through, to read either Heb. 12:18 or Heb. 12:8. In two instances, the 12 has been changed to 11 to read Heb. 11:38
(Bolton, April 2, 1752; Bearfield [Bradford-on-Avon], Oct., n.d., 1750). The rest remain unchanged. While JW had
preached from Heb. 10:38 nineteen times between Aug. 7, 1739 and Sept. 14, 1749, on Nov. 3, 1749, he began to
preach from Heb. 12:28 and used this text two more times before the end of the year (Nov. 13 and Dec. 1).

2Spitalfields was an area 2 mi NE of Charing Cross, where many French Protestants (Hugeunots) settled
after they were forced out of France with the revocation of the Edict of Nantes in 1685. The Methodists had just
gained a lease of a former Huguenot church on Grey Eagle Street in Spitalfields, which would remain a primary site
for JW’s preaching through the rest of his life.

36There is a gap in SR1 between Nov. 25, 1753, and Mar. 26, 1754. JW had fallen ill on Oct. 20, 1753, but
continued in his rounds of preaching and traveling as best he could. Chills, fever and coughing continued, however,
and by the end of November his brother Charles (and others) feared for his life. Following doctor’s orders not to stay
in town a day longer, on Nov. 26, JW retired to the home of his friend, Ebenezer Blackwell, at Lewisham.
Acknowledging that death could come at any time, JW wrote his epitaph, as he said, ‘to prevent vile panegyric’. He
remained at Lewisham throughout December, but by Jan. 3 he had arrived in Bristol to drink the waters at Hot
Wells. Still not able to make his rounds and preach, on Jan. 6, 1754, he began writing his Explanatory Notes Upon
the New Testament, a work he could not have undertaken had he been able to keep to his former strenuous schedule
(and one he did not complete until late Sept. 1755). On Mar. 10, 1754, health improving, he left the Hot Wells and
returned to Bristol. On Tuesday, Mar. 26, he preached for the first time ‘after an intermission of four months’
(Journal).

Morvah, July 29, 1753, but belongs to a later date. JW’s only other visit to Morvah during the years of SR1 was on
this date, Sept. 11, 1757.

72Orig., ‘Newlin’. This text and the following in JW’s hand follow two texts for 1755, but they belong here
instead. JW also preached at Newlyn on Sept. 19, 1760, but texts for this visit are given in SR1 under that year, as
these for 1757 are not.

29Although these entries for Limerick are dated July 1 in SR1, it would appear from the Journal that JW’s
visit was from July 2–6. On Sunday, July 2, he reported that he preached both morning and evening ‘in the island
near Limerick … standing on the side of a large hollow. … The ground on the side of it sloped upward so that the
people sat on the grass, row above row. Such an amphitheatre I never saw before’.

Which of these
five texts was used on that occasion cannot be determined since the order in which they were entered is questionable.
Also, although JW visited Colchester on three different occasions in 1759 (Mar. 3–4, Mar. 18–22, and Sept. 10), the
texts here are the only ones listed in SR1 for that year. JW returned to Colchester on Jan. 5, 1760, but did not record
texts in SR1.

12JW was in the Norwich area until Apr. 1. This long series of texts under date of Mar. 6 actually represent

The bracket
encloses ‘Sept. 1760’ and points to ‘Newlin’, which simply means that it applies only to Newlyn, not to Newmarket
on the next line.

32Although JW was at Limerick three different times in July (4–8, 13–16, 17–20), in SR1 all his texts are
entered under July 4. With no evidence as to the breakdown of the texts between the three periods, they were so
listed here. In addition to these, however, we know from the Journal for July 20, that JW preached ‘in the old camp’
near Limerick where he ‘exhorted them to “ask for the old paths, and walk therein”, that they might “find rest to”
their “souls”’, almost certainly a separate use of Jer.

However, Raven’s
account says the service was on a Sunday afternoon. JW was at Norwich on Sunday, Jan. 17, and had returned to
London by the next Sunday, Jan. 24. The Journal has no references at all to JW’s preaching at Little Easton.

3A blind preacher, Margaret Davidson, was present at this service and reported that ‘Mr. Wesley preached
from “Truly our fellowship is with the Father”. … After preaching he took me gently by the hand and said, “Faint
not, go on, and you shall see in glory”’ (Crookshank, Ireland, 1:182–83).

7‘I was desired to preach, in Bethnal Green church, a charity sermon for the widows and orphans of the
soldiers that were killed in America. Knowing how many would seek occasion of offence, I wrote down my
sermon.’ The sermon was published immediately. In 1825 Thomas Jackson supplied the title by which it became
known to later Methodists, ‘National Sins and Miseries’; see Works, 3:564–76.

The following account of the sermon was printed in the London Chronicle (Nov. 11–14, 1775), p. 472: ‘Mr
Wesley largely expatiated on the sins of England and America, and of the punishments hanging over our heads. He
pathetically described the dire horrors of war, the noise of cannon, cities and villages involved with pillars of fire and
smoke, garments rolled in blood, the cries of wounded and dying soldiers, the distresses of the widow, and the sighs
and tears of helpless orphans. High and low, young and old, seemed affected with Mr. Wesley’s elaborate discourse;
for scarce a dry eye was seen in that large assembly. After the sermon a good collection was made at the church
doors, for the support of widows and children of those soldiers which were slain on the plains of America.’

If we
were not on our guard, human comforts received would also bring the soul nearer to death instead of being a step to
life.

(Moore, Mary Fletcher, 1:146). Moore cites Aug. 1777 as the date, but JW was in the Bradford vicinity only in June.

And in proportion to our fellowship with God
must be our happiness. But, besides these, there is a reward of infinite free mercy (over and above what flows from
inherent holiness) bestowed on each grace, and on each action done for God, and each cross borne for his sake’
(Moore, Mary Fletcher, 1:147).

Zeal’ published in the Arminian Magazine in 1781;see Works, 3:308–21.

2Curnock (6:234, n. 5) reports that JW preached on 2 Cor. 5:17 this day near Sunderland at Burn Moor
Farm, which belonged to Ralph Wylam. A young convert was Martha Wylam, aged eight. Her granddaughter, a
Miss Emmerson of Sunderland, reported the occasion to Rev. B. A. Hurd Barley who related the information to
Curnock.

3Joseph Cownley to CW, July 22, 1779 (MARC, DDPr 2/55): ‘Your brother … preached a strange sermon
to us on, “I will not destroy the city for ten’s sake,” in which he gave such an account of the nation in general that if
it be true we may hope to escape what you and others who see our country in a different light apprehend is coming
upon us.’

4Bartholomew does not list ‘Langham Row’ or even a ‘Langham’ in Lincolnshire. JW addressed letters to
George Robinson (a steward of the Grimsby circuit) ‘at Langham Row, near Alford, Lincolnshire.’ This would likely
be what is now Langham Farm, about six miles southeast of Alford (see OS #122, TF 5374).

5Robert Moss, then a boy, was powerfully impressed by this sermon in the open air on John 7:37, 39; see
Wesleyan Methodist Magazine 79 (1856):301.

6‘I described the Son of Man coming in His glory.’ See below, July 16, 1783, where JW repeats the
comment and in the diary gives his text as Matt.

7JW preached on the Gospel for the day, this being the Eleventh Sunday after Trinity.

3This and the four following entries are first-hand accounts of JW’s preaching by Allen Edmundson in a

manuscript Commonplace Book. Edmundson’s account of JW’s sermon on Acts 20:27 at Bingley Church in the
‘forenoon’ of Sunday, Apr. 23, is especially helpful: ‘He [JW] dwelt only on one head, which was to show what was
all the counsel of God; he divided it into four particulars, Repent, Believe, Love, and Obey.’

4Jervaulx Abbey was a twelfth century Cistercian monastery, in ruins by JW’s day. This is the only
recorded instance of preaching here.

5Mrs. James Shepherd, whose husband had been Governor of York Castle for many years, recalled in 1860
(she was then eighty-six years old) this visit of JW to Northallerton. She was a little girl of five or six years. The
service was held in Jacky Wren’s yard which was full of people. She had the most vivid recollection of the sun
shining full in JW’s face while he preached and that his text was, ‘If the salt have lost its savour, wherewith shall it
be salted?’ She remembered afterward walking by his side, taking hold of a hem of his clerical robe. John Ward,
Methodism in the Thirsk Circuit (Thirsk, David Peat, 1860), 36.

2JW had preached a sermon taken from William Tilly on this text in the early 1730s. Now he is speaking in
his own voice, and soon published ‘On Working Out Our Own Salvation’, based on this text, in the 1785 Arminian
Magazine; see Works, 3:199–209.

3Charles Atmore provides more than fifty first-hand accounts of JW’s preaching in a manuscript diary,
including this and the following five instances. In this first case he cited Mark 9:48, which is a duplicate of Mark
9:44 recorded by JW. See Stamp, ‘Atmore’, 8.

4Hester Ann Roe (later Rogers) records this sermon in her manuscript journal; see Rogers, Extract, 121. She
describes it thus: ‘He addressed believers and explained the words in the order in which they stand; but insisted
chiefly of Christian holiness, as being rooted and grounded in love, and hereby put into a capacity of comprehending
the length and breadth, and depth and height — yea, and a growing in grace till filled with all the fullness of God.’

5Roe also records this sermon (see Rogers, Extract, 122–23). She comments: ‘He showed what were the
things committed to Timothy, and then confined his discourse to the particular doctrines committed to the
Methodists; and insisted that the doctrine of Christian Perfection was the one particular point they were called to
preach and practice.’

6JW’s text was part of the Second Lesson.
7The identification of ‘Kabb’ has not been determined with certainty. Correspondence published in WHS 4

(1904): 247–48; and WHS 6 (1907): 14–16, suggests that the place in question was Nab Farm in Turton, which in
JW’s time was off the high road about a half mile to the south of Nab and near Larwood Church. Part of this area
was eventually submerged by reservoirs and the names do not now appear on the Ordnance Survey Map.

11‘I preached at West Street on the ministry of angels; and many were greatly refreshed in considering the
office of those spirits that continually attend on the heirs of salvation.’ The text supplied here is that of his sermon,
‘Of Good Angels’, published in 1783 (see Works, 3:3–15. This was a topic rarely used by JW. Prior to this date there
are only two references to his having preached on Heb. 1:14—Nov. 18, 1752 and Nov. 25, 1758—both, oddly
enough, at Snowsfield Chapel, London. On Nov. 25, 1786, he again preached from this text, also in London, for
what was to be the last time.

38William Ripley’s firsthand accounts usually confirm JW’s diary entries. Ripley lists 1 Cor. 13, but his

identification of three other sermons heard at the 1784 Conference at Leeds differs from JW’s listed text (see Gaskin,
‘Ripley’s Journal’, 132). He may have been picking up on other scriptures that JW used in developing his point. For
example, Ripley reports he heard JW preach on ‘It must needs be that offences will come—against holiness … by
the very preachers themselves’. This appears to allude to Matt. 18:7, but likely describes JW’s sermon on Matt. 7:16,
which concerns false prophets. Again, Ripley says that JW ‘showed out of Rom. 8 how Jesus Christ fulfilled the law
for us, and yet how the righteousness of the law is fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh but after the spirit’.
This allusion to Romans was likely made in the sermons on Matt 22:37, 39, which stress love of God and neighbor
as the fulfilling of the law. Finally, Ripley says that JW ‘confuted the predestinarians’ out of Job 25 (a text that
hardly fits the topic). This was likely a mistake for the sermon on Jeremiah 35.

9John Barritt met JW at Southfield (at the home of William Sagar) and traveled with him for several days.
In his manuscript journal he has left firsthand accounts of JW’s preaching, including this sermon from ‘the parable
of the wise and foolish virgins. He made them into backsliders’ (Barritt, MS Journal, 12). On one of their trips
together, JW also gave Barritt advice which he never forgot: ‘John, when thou preachest opinions and modes of
worship, speak with coolness; but when thou preachest repentance, faith and holiness, then if thou hast got any zeal,
show it!’ (MS Journal, 15). For other accounts of JW by John Barritt, see below, Apr. 27, 1789, and Aug. 4, 1790
and note.

18JW was traveling with Robert Carr Brackenbury and John Broadbent. They left London by coach at 7 a.m.
on Tuesday, August 8, arriving in Harwich at 8 p.m. They went on board the Besborough packet between two and
three the following afternoon and arrived at Hellevoetsluis, Holland, about four o’clock in the afternoon, Friday,
August 11.

19We have two accounts of JW’s return from Holland to England, his own and that of Sophie von la Roche,
a German noblewoman who was also traveling the same route. Unfavorable weather did not allow embarkation on
the day scheduled, Thursday, August 31st. Those awaiting passage were delayed at their inn in Hellevoetsluis until
Saturday morning, September 2. Sophie gave the following report in her diary: ‘There are now twenty-two of us, all
sighing for a favourable wind; Wesley, the leader of the Methodists, … [is] a venerable old man, and very
understanding, who speaks well of everything and at the immense age of 83 enjoys complete good health. His
disciples, charming young men of twenty or thereabouts, do not talk at all and mostly remain in his room with
him. … After the dinner-bell had sounded we assembled, and the Methodists straightway gave us a proof of their
stern practices; for when we had taken our places Wesley began to pray. The good language-master was holding a
discussion by the window, and was not at once aware of the prayers, when suddenly Wesley reproached him in the
most violent manner, accusing him of lack of piety and righteousness. The poor man was very embarrassed; and old
Wesley found it difficult to resume his sermonising’. JW’s Journal account: ‘We found company enough in our inn
at Hellevoetsluis, genteel, good-natured, and sensible; but finding our conversation was not suited to their taste, we
only dined with them ….’ Sophie continued, ‘All the English hold Wesley and his disciples in high esteem; and he
told me “he reckoned his congregation at more than 70,000 souls”.’ Into the voyage she wrote that the ship’s captain
and the sailors ‘all paid Wesley and his disciples great respect. … He preached a very fine sermon about the need for
death and the danger of life, which was very well chosen and adapted to the storm’. JW says ‘between two and three
in the afternoon, [I preached] on, “It is appointed unto men once to die”; and I believe all were affected for the
present’. Sophie also reported that during the voyage JW ‘sat and read Virgil, with spectacles, in an Elzevir edition.
Heavens! I thought, if the Methodists’ principles keep their sight as clear as that to the age of 83, then I wish I had
been educated in their sect; for since their chief reads Virgil on the high seas, I too might have read my favourite

Mon Plaisir and Les Terres are not only separate places but
are at opposite ends of the town.

11John Barritt gives an account in his journal of a sermon JW preached on this text ‘in a barn’. Whether
Barritt was present at Enniscorthy on this day when JW preached on Isa. 35:8 is not certain. However, this is the
only instance cited in JW’s diary and Journal when he used Isa. 35:8 in such a setting. JW wrote, ‘I preached [in
Enniscorthy] in the place prepared for me, which was a large, though not very elegant, cow-house.’

Barritt records (MS Journal, 13–15): ‘I admired Mr. Wesley’s preaching very much. Sometimes he
preached in a learned style in churches and among the great ones, and when he came among simple people he laid all
his greatness aside. At one place in a barn filled with cottagers he took for his text the words of the Prophet, “a way
shall be there and a way and it shall be called the way of holiness.” He began by saying, “Love is the way to
heaven.” He then interrogated the people by saying, “But you will say, how can we know when we love God?” He
said, “I ask you men, how do you know when you love your wives? Ye wives, how do you know when you love
your husbands? Ye parents, how do you know when you love your children?” Then he said, “You answer, I feel it.”
He then said, “That is right, ’tis better felt than explained”. And he went on to show the people what steps they must
take in order to gain the love of God, and exhorted them to continue in the love as the way to happiness here and
forever.’ JW had used this theme for more than fifty years. See his ‘account of himself’ in his Journal, Jan. 4, 1739
(Works, 19:30). For other firsthand accounts of JW by John Barritt, see above, Apr. 19, 1786 (at Southfield), and
below, Aug. 4, 1790 (at Bristol).

1JW’s ‘last’ diary (which begins Feb. 1, 1790, and ends with the entry for Feb. 23, 1791, a week before his
death) presents a multitude of problems for the would be reader. At eighty-six his hand has become increasingly
unsteady, he fails to trim his pen which results in heavy, blunt strokes, with occasional ink blots, he crowds entries
together, and often runs one line into another. In a memorandum inserted before the entry for Aug. 1, 1790, he
admits ‘my sight fails me much’. At times, his scripture text entries are confused by transpositions thus recording a
text that either does not exist or one that does not seem feasible for preaching. Some of these can be sorted out (by
Journal entries, first-hand accounts, or other evidence such as frequency of use, etc..); some remain enigmas. Among
much else, these last diary pages show JW’s continuing commitment to recording his daily activities, giving a
faithful account of his lifelong quest of ‘saving souls’.

32Hester Ann Rogers reports, ‘I heard Mr. Wesley preach in Spitalfields Chapel with great liberty, from
Eph. 6:11, “Put on the whole armour of God”. I never heard a Christian armour so described before. In the course of
his sermon he introduced an account of a French marshal, a very wicked man, but a great warrior, who in the blaze
of battle lifted up his hand toward heaven, and swore by his Maker, he would never quit the field while there was an
Englishman alive in it! He was harnassed with steel, but while pronouncing the oath, with his arm extended, a
musket ball entering the joints of the harness shot him in the arm pit, and down he fell. Mr. Wesley showed, in the
beautiful contrast, that the Christian being armed with the panoply of God, i.e. his whole armour, no such part is left
exposed, but the whole soul is covered and defended against every fiery dart of our common enemy, the devil.’
