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The above cu t show s the proposed p lans of the G ram m ar School. The le ft h a lf of th e  bu ild ing h as a lready  been com pleted.

T K e G ram m ar ScK ool
Do you know  th a t some p a ren ts  a re  a l­

m ost fran tic  today over th e  problem  of send­
ing th e ir  ch ild ren  to ungodly schools in  th e  
city, w heie every k ind of vice is learned? 
In m ost h igh schools today, it  is safe  to 
say  th a t s tuden ts  learn  m ore abou t sin 
th an  they  w ould have in the slum s of 
Chicago a y e a r  ago. The w rite r  know s of 
one high school, n ear N am pa, w here n in e­
teen g irls  w ere sen t home in a condition 
th a t unfitted them  for fu r th e r  studies. How 
m any o th e r g irls  th e re  w ere in th is  school 
who w ere "w iser" we canno t say. Now, 
these  conditions con fion t paren ts , and  those 
who know  abou t them , a re  in a  quandary  as 
to  w hat to  do.

We believe th a t an educational in s titu ­
tion like N orthw est N azarene College solves 
th e  problem  of w here to  send ch ild ren  to 
school. P a re n ts  m ay s ta r t  th e ir  ch ild ren  in 
the G ram m ar School, w here they  will be un ­
der the s tr ic t  su rveilance  and care  of godly 
teachers , w hose one aim  is to  t ia in  studen ts 
to fit them  for life’s w ork and  for heaven. 
AVhen th e  ch ild ren  finish the G ram m ar 
School, they  m ay go to  the academ y, and 
then  on th ru  college till they  receive th e ir  
B. A. degree. A t the close of such a school 
ca reer, th e  young m an or w om an w ill step  
ou t in to  th e  w orld  free from  the gross sins 
th a t th e  average college s tu d en t is gu ilty  
of, and in m ost cases w ill leave the college 
fu ll of salvation . T he w rite r  h as been in 
th ree  colleges of th e  w orld  and know s how  
ram p an t sin  is in these  in s titu tio n s. A t a  
ce rta in  norm al college w ith  w hich th e  w rit­
er is acquain ted , over tw o hund red  g irls  
w ere sen t hom e expecting  to  becom e m oth ­
ers. T h ere  w ere m any o th e rs  w ho should 
have been sen t home. W e adm it th a t all 
colleges a re  n o t as bad  as  th is  one, bu t in 
m ost of th e  w orld ly  colleges, sin  s ta lk s

ram p an t abou t th e  cam pus. The problem  
of w here to  send ch ild ren  to  school is 
la rgely  solved in a  ho liness college.

The w rite r  believes the tim e is a t  hand  
w hen p a ren ts  w ill find it  necessary  to  send 
th e ir  ch ild ren  to  a  ho liness school, o r else 
adopt som e system  of schooling like the 
L u th eran s and  C atholics employ. P a ren ts  
can  no t e n tru s t th e ir  ch ild ren  to go to  th e  
average school today, un less the child  be 
of an  un u su a lly  sp iritu a l n a tu re . We have 
know n h und reds of ch ild ren  kneel a t  a l ­
ta r s  and  get saved and  m any sanctified. Al­
m ost everyone backslid , and  said  they  

could n o t keep th e ir  experience in 
school w here they  a re  called  upon 
to a ssoc ia te  w ith  all k inds of sin fu l 
ch ild ren  and w here they  study books th a t 
oppose th e  su p e rn a tu ra l pow ers of God. 
E volution  and  such like  e rro r  is taugh t. 
The child  b ea rs  a ll m anner of sin discussed 
by the o th e r ch ild ren , and sdon the  m ind of 
the p u re  child  is contam inated  and a  back­
slidden condition arises.

How m any p a ren ts  have come to ihe w rit­
e r  and  h is w ife and begged them  to  help 
them  solve th e  schooling problem ! W e told 
them  the only solu tion  we saw  w as to, send 
th e ir  ch ild ren  to a ho liness school. Some 
said  they  could no t afford it, b u t we say 
p a ren ts  had  b e tte r  go w ithou t m any th ings 
they  feel they  need, in o rder to  g e t th e ir 
th e ir  ch ild ren  to heaven. By p lann ing  and 
carefu l saving, m ost p a ren ts  could easily  
send th e ir  ch ild ren  th rough  a  ho liness 
school, especially  w hen th e  cost is a s  low 
as  a t  N orthw est N azarene college. A nother 
so lu tion  to  th e  problem  w ould be to  have 
schools on th e  o rd e r of paroch ia l schools. 
T hese could be held in the churches th a t 
a re  no t able to  build  a sep a ra te  building.

T eachers could be h ired  from  ho liness co l­
leges, and  about tw en ty  s tuden ts  pay ing  
one do lla r a  w eek tu ition  w ould easily  pay 
a  teacher and  a ll expenses.

T he  G ram m ar School of N orthw est N az­
arene  College needs_ to have the o th er h a lf 
bu ilt th is  fall. A lready  th e  h a lf th a t  is 
b u ilt is used to overflowing. If those who 
pledged in th e  V ictory C am paign w ill send 
in th e ir  p ledges rig h t aw ay, no t only the 
G ram m ar School could be com pleted, bu t 
every building. We p ray  th a t  God w ill pu t 
i t  in the h ea rts  of those  who pledged to  
send the' am ount in soon.

STATISTK S CONCERNING THE COLLEGE

L ast y ear th e re  w ere 342 s tuden ts  eni oiled 
in the d ifferent dep artm en ts  of the college. 
T his does no t coun t those tw ice who en ­
rolled  in tw o departm en ts, bu t the  num ber 
given is the num ber o f s tuden ts  who cam e 
to  college and  eniiolled.

These 342 studen ts cam e from  fourteen  
sta te s , nam ely : Idaho, Oregon, W ashington, 
Ohio, C alifornia. W isconsin, Illino is, O kla­
hom a, N orth  D akota, South  D akota, M on­
tana , Colorado, K ansas and  Texas. S tu ­
den ts also  reg is te red  from  A rm enia and 
Canada.

T hirty-five s tuden ts  w ere studying  fo r th e  
m issionary  field, som e p rep a rin g  to  go to 
Ind ia , som e to A frica, som e to  China, some 
to  Jap an , and  o thers  to  various p a rts  of the 
heathen  w orld.

L ast Ju n e  th e  degree of A. B. w as con­
fe rred  upon e ig h t s tuden ts. T h e re  w ere
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also  g rad u a tes  from  th e  o th e r departm en ts, 
bu t these  received no degrees, only  di­
plom as.

T here  w ere seventeen teach e rs  in the col­
lege la s t year. N ext y e a r th ere  w ill be 
tw enty-tw o to  m eet th e  dem ands occasioned 
by th e  g re a t ru sh  of new  s tuden ts  th a t 
is -expected. These teach ers  have th e  b less­
ing of fu ll salvation , an item  th a t  should 
never be om itted  in  th e  m a tte r  of s ta tis tics .

To show  the rap id  g row th  of th e  col­
lege, we h e re  give th e  en ro llm en t from  the 
beg inn ing  of the college to  th e  y e a r ju s t 
closed.

Now w h a t is  th e  outlook lo r  nex t y e a r’s 
s ta tis tic s?  A lm ost everyone, connected w ith  
th e  college believes th a t  th e re  w ill be a t 
le a s t 500 s tuden ts  enrolled . This belief 
is fu rthen  augm ented  by the la rg e  num ber 
of inqu iries a lready  com ing in to  the office, 
som e from  tow ns n e a r good ho liness coi- 
leges. I t  w ill th u s be seen th a t  the college

h as acted  w isely in  increasing  its  facu lty  
from  17 to  22. These 22 In s tru c to rs  w ill' 
no t be idle in teach ing  500 and m ore s tu ­
den ts , and  th e re  is a  p robability  th a t  the 
p re se n t teach ing  force w ill prove to  be in­
adequate  and  th a t m ore w ill have to  be 
added to the faculty . We a re  su re  th a t  ev­
eryone w ill say, Amen, to th is.

And then  w hat abou t th ree  years  from  
now ? Some believe th a t if God’s b lessings 
con tnue upon the college, th e :e  w ill be eas­
ily  1000 stu d en ts  enrolled. If we keep hum ­
ble and  obey God, th ere  is no reason  why 
we should doubt th a t God w ill tru s t  us w ith 
th e  tra in in g  of th a t m any youths.

W hile these s ta tis tic s  a re  in te resting , th is 
college m ust never ge ts its  eyes on s ta tis ­
tics, b u t keep them  on Jesus. We have not 
enum erated  these  fac ts  w ith a sp irit oi 
braggadocio, bu t do i t  to en ligh ten  those who 
have p len ty  of God’s m oney on hand. They 
w ill see th a t the money they  have given in 
th e  p a s t has no t been in vain and th a t w hat 
they  may*"5?ive in th e  fu tu re  w ill be to  the 
g lory  of God. People do not care  to pu t 
th e ir  m oney in a sink-hole; they  w an t to 
seen th a t som ething is accom plished w :th  
it. W ith  th is idea in view, we have showed 
how God has blessed us.

q’here  is so m uch doctrine about hell th a t 
is an ti-sc r ip tu ra l, even am ong those who 
profess holiness, th a t  we believe a  w ord 
now and  then  is no t am iss. I t seem s th a t 
even th e  ho liness ra n k s  is invaded by R us- 
selism , A dventism , and o ther fa lse  beliefs 
about H ell, so th a t now and then  we find 
people am ong us who have been ta in ted  by 
these fa lse  doctrines. We w ish  to  tak e  up 
a  few questions-and  an sw er them .

-3. “W ould God ever send his ch ild ren  to 
he ll?  A m other would not. H as not God 
:as m uch love a s  a  m o th e r?”

W e an sw er th a t God w ill never send H IS  
ch ild ren  to  h e ll.” B ut P a s to r  R ussell for- 
w hen he says: “God- is ,too  good to  send H IS  
ch ild ren  to  h e ll.” B ut P a s to r S ussell fo r­
ge ts th a t  no t ABB ch ild ren  a re  GOD’S ch il­
dren. In John  8:44 we read : “Ye a re  of
vo u r fa th e r the  devil.” Now we w an t to  
a sk  th e  R usse lites if a  m an can haVe two 
fa th e rs?  Can a m an ca ll God fa th e r and a t 
the sam e tim e call th e  devil fa th e r?  No. 
T hen how  can he be the  child  of God and 
the child  of th e  devil a t  the sam e tim e? He 
c a n  not. I t  is th e re fo re  p lain  th a t  God has 
ch ild ren  and  th a t  th e  devil h as  children . 
God never sends H IS  ch ild ren  to  hell, but 
he  sends th e  DEVIB’S ch ild ren  to  hell. Yes, 
God is 'to o  good to  send H IS  ch ild ren  to hell, 
and  H e w ould never send them  to hell any 
morfe th an  a  m other w ould; bu t a m other 
w ould send to  th e  pen any m an who ru ined  
h e r  d au g h te rs  and  pers is ted  in  h is w icked­
ness, and  so God sends to  hell any  m an who 
sins and  con tam inates H IS  ch ild ren  w ith 
sin. B u t rem em ber H e never sends H IS  
ch ild ren  to  hell.

2. “Yes, I believe in hell, b u t we arte 
bu rned  up like ashes and then  we cease to 
exist. D on’t you believe *he B ible teaches 
an n ih ila tio n ?”

No, I do not, and  you can ’t find i t  in th e  
Bible. A dventists a re  fond of say ing  th a t 
“D estroy” m eans ju s t w h a t it  says, and  th a t 
w hen God destroys the soul in  he ll, he is 
comipletelv ann ih ila ted . B u t they  fo rget

th a t God destroyed th e  w orld  w ith  a flood 
and  th a t the w orld  is s till here .

In  2 T hess. 2:8 we read : “And then  shall
th a t W icked he revealed, whom th e  Bord 
shall consum e w ith the S p irit of H is M outh 
and shall DESTROY w ith the b rig h tn ess  of 
H is com ing.” Now we w ould suppose th a t 
w ould be the la s t of th is  w icked one, who is 
the B east. R eniem ker th a t  he is DE­
STROYED ju s t a t th e  beginning of the 
T housand  Y ears. Now tu rn  to R evelations 
20:9 and you w ill read : “And the devil w as 
c a s t into th e  lake of fire w here the B east 
and  th e  F a lse  P rophe t ARE and they  shall 
be to rm ented  day and  n igh t fo rever and 
fo rever.” So th is beast who w as destroyed 
a t th e  beginning of the M illenium , is still 
ex is ting  in H ell a t  ’th e  close of th e  m illen- 
ium. So you see the  w ord ’’destroy” does 
no t m ean ann ih ila te .

Some people try  to  m ake ou t th a t  w here 
it says: “to rm en ted  day and n ig h t fo rever 
and fo rever” it  m eans till th e  end of th is  
age. B ut the G reek w ords used  a re  “eis 
tous aionas aionon,” w hich lite ra lly  t r a n s ­
la ted  is ’’from  the ages to  th e  ages.” The 
sam e w ord is used in H ebrew s 1:8, w here 
th e  w ords a re  tra n s la te d  “Thy th rone, O 
God, is fo rever and fo rever.” We know  th a t 
God’s 'th ro n e  will be everlasting , and so we 
see th a t th e  to rm en t in H ell is also  ever­
lasting .

In  M atthew  25:46 we read : “And these 
sha ll go aw ay in to  everlastn ig  punishm ent, 
b u t the righ teous into e te rn a l life.” fiffie 
G reek w ords for “everlasting  pun ishm ent 
a re  th e  sam e as fo r “life e ternal ” If the 
sa in ts  live “e te rn a lly ,” th e  dam ned a re  p u n ­
ished “e te rn a lly .” B ut the .Advents say to 
be ann ih ila ted  is to  be punished  eternally . 
Is  th a t so? If ann ih ia tion  is e te rn a l pun ish ­
m ent, th en  we w ould expect the pun ishm net 
of each  individual to  be equal.

If so.uls a re  ann ih ila ted , one could no t su f­
fe r  m ore  th an  ano ther. Do you see th is?  
All righ t, le t u s  proceed then . T u rn  to 
M atthew  23:46, and re:id ‘ We shall receive

the  g re a te r  dam nation .” T hen tu rn  to  H e­
brew s 10:29 and  read : “Of how  m uch so re r 
pun ishm en t shall he be th o u g h t w orthy  who 
h a th  trodden  under foot th e  Son of God?
I t  is a  fea rfu l th ing  to fa ll in to  th e  hands 
of the liv ing God.” Now th a t you see th ere  
a re  d ifferen t degrees of pun ishm ent in hell, 
you m ust see th a t these sou ls can  no t be 
ann ih ila ted , fo r it  they  w ere, they  w ould a ll 
th e  punished alike. And besides, w hy should 
it  be a  fea rfu l th ing  to  fall in to  the  hands 
of th e  liv ing God if ann ih ila tio n  w ere a ll 
th e re  w ere to it?

3. “How can I be happy in heaven and  
know  my m other is in he ll?” T h is is one 
of the stock p h rases of the infidel, ju s t like 
the question  of the Sadusees reg a rd in g  the 
m an who left a  wife and several b ro th e rs  
m arried  h e r in tu rn  when each died. They 
w anted to  know w hose wife she w ould be in 
heaven. Je su s told them  they  g rea tly  e ired , 
no t know ing the bible. So I say these in ­
fidels and professed fo llow ers of Je su s  do 
not know the S crip tu res . The B ible says 
in Rev. 21:4, “And God shall wipe a ll te a rs  
from  th e ir  eyes.”  O ught no t th a t to  be 
enough? Do you th ink  God is unab le  to  do 
w hat He says He w ill do? If the se p a ra ­
tion of a friend  from  an o th e r fr ien d  fo r 30 
years  w iil destroy  alm ost a ll the fe rven t 
love of 30 y ea rs  before, how m uch m o te  
w ould a  few thousand  years  destroy  a ll 
ea rth ly  affection for o u r re la tions. And be­
sides, th e re  is no such th ing  as e a r th ly  re -  ■ 
la tion  w hen we get to  heaven. T h a t is th e  
po in t th e  Sadusees feli down at, fo r th e '' 
though t of heaven as a place w here people 
m arried . So Je su s  says to  you th a t you, 
too, g rea tly  e rr , no t know ing th e  S crip tu res . 
Do you th in k  th a t God w ould allow  you to  
shed te a rs  over your m other if she w as a 
chiid  of the devil? She w ould be no m ore 
to  you th a t day than  any. oUier person w ould 
be, as Je su s  told th e  Sadtvsees,' a ll ea rth ly  
re la tio n sh ip s a re  dissolved. J u s t as th a t , 
m an w hose w ife m arried  severa l tim es is no 
m an ’s wife, so'- your m o ther is n o t your 
m other any longer. Even if she w ere  your 
m other, God is able to do as He says, and  
H e says He w illSvipe a ll te a rs  away.

4 “Do you th in k  th e re  is fire in h e ll? ”
If 1 am  to believe th e  Bible 1 m ust believe 
th e re  is l i te ra l fire in  hell. In  Buke 16:24 
it  say s: “I am torm en ted  in th is  flame.” I t 
no t only says th e re  is fire in hell, b u t th a t 
the fire causes to rm en t. W hat m ore do 
we w an t th an  th e  W drd of God? I am  no t 
going to  say ju s t th e  degree  of th is  to r ­
m ent, fo r no one know s how m uch a lost 
soul can be to rm en ted  by fire, bu t we know  
th a t he w*vs torm ented . And it is w orthy 
of notice th a t he does n o t m ention m en ta l 
angu ish  and o th er th ings th a t m igh t to r ­
m en t him. He seem s to  have been both- 
o ther th ings ,as we in fe r by h is  m ention ing  
ered  m ore by the flame than  from  th ese  
no o ther. You can say th is  to rm en t in  the 
flames m eans m en ta l angu ish  a ll you w an t 
to, bu t I believe it  m eans li te ra l fire. Bet 
us su b s titu te  the w ords “m en ta l an g u ish ” 
in  p lace of fire in the follow ing passages 
and see how it sounds:

“And w hosoever w as n o t found w ritten  
in the  Book of Bife w as c a s t in to  the m en- 
ta i angu ish .’’ —Rev. 20:21.

“And a ll l ia rs  sha ll have th e ir  p a r t  in th e  
lake w hich b u rn e th  w ith m en ta l angu isli 
and b rim stone .”—Rev. 21:8. - _

“ But th e  sam e day th a t I-ot w en t o u t of 
Sodom, it ra ined  m en ta l angu ish  and  b rim ­
stone.”—Buke 17:29.

Rooming and Feeding tKe Students
One of the g re a t task s in a  college is to 

c a re  fo r th e  s tuden ts  in the w ay of room s 
and  board. The colleges w here li tt le  a t ­
ten tion  is paid  to  w atch ing  over th e  s tu ­
den ts to  see th a t they  have th e  sam e care  
in  th is re sp ec t as a t  home, tlie problem  of 
room ing and board ing  them  is of sm all con­
cern. S tudents a ie  allow ed to roam  about 
an ^  do as Urey please. B ut in a  college like 
N orthw est N azarene College, w here th e  col­
lege seeks to give the sam e a tten tio n  to the 
b ring ing  up of the s tu d en t as the fa th e r or 
m other would, th e re  a re  g re a t difficulties to 
he encountered .

A solu tion  of the problem  connected  w ith  
ca rin g  for the, s tuden ts  is found in d o rm ito r­
ies. If th e re  a re  any  s tuden ts  who have a 
tendency to be u n ru ly  and to spend thei'f' 
n igh ts in  unknow n places, they  w ill find 
them selves h a rd  pressed  in devising m eans 
of going w rong w hen in a  dorm itory  under 
th e  su rveilance  of a  Dean. H ere  they  m ust 
spend th e ir  tim e w hen no t a t  c lass w ork, 
and  the  D ean can easily  keep w atch over 
them .

On the o th er hand, if the s tuden ts  a re  a l­
lowed to  room here  and th e re  and  every­
w here, i t  w ould requiire a  la rg e  force to keep 
vigil over severa l h u nd red  studen ts. Of 
course, th e re  a re  m arried  s tuden ts, those 
advanced fa r  enough in  years  w ho do not 
need w atching, and  those liv ing w ith  p a r ­
en ts and re la tives, b u t alw ays th e re  a re  a 
la rg e  num ber who requ ire  m uch atten tion .

n iitory. These take  the place of fa th er and 
m other to  th e  studen ts.

A nother g re a t problem  in a college is to 
see th a t s tuden ts  have good board  a t a  
m inim um  cost. In w ealthy  colleges th is  is 
no t necessary , bu t in a  college w hich seeks • 
to educate a ll c lasses, an  effort m ust i;e made 
to  give th e  s tuden ts  m eals a t  sm all ex­
pense. If th is  is no t done, they  w ill be 
forced to  e a t a t  p rivate  ea tin g  p laces, w here 
the u sua l charge  is m ore than  tw ice th a t a t 
th e  Club. I t  w ill th u s be seen th a t some 
stu d en ts  could no t a tten d  college if i t  w ere 
no t fo r an a rran g em en t such a s  th a t a t  
N orthw est N azarene College.

T he S tu d en ts’ Club is now com])leted. 
H ere -lOO s tuden ts  m ay be given m eals. . \ t  
tlie tim e of w riting  th is a rtic le , the b u rsa r 
to the college or bought as cheaply as pos- 
fn i i t  canned and  is m aking a rran g em en ts  
fo r m any m ore. T his fru it is e ither donated 
to  the college o r bough t as clieapl yas pos­
sible. T his m eans a  g re a t saving in  the buy­
ing  of food n ex t w inter. .\ud  we m igh t re ­
m ind the read e r th a t  donations of f ru it  or 
any ea tab les th a t will keej) a re  alw ays w el­
comed.

N ext fall we expect over .‘>00 studen ts. Of : 
course m any of these w ill be m arried , m any <̂  
w ill s tay  w ith  th e ir  p a ie n ts  and  re la tives 
in tow n, and  some be able to room  outside 
th e  do rm ito ries; b u t un less we a re  able to

N orthw est N azarene College h as seen the 
need of th e  do rm ito ry  system , and  accord ­
ingly  h as p a rtly  erected  tw o  th u s  far. The 
one on page  2 is called  Gideon H all, and  is 
used by th e  boys. T he o ther, fo r th e  g irls , 
is called .H ad ley  hall, and is an  exact re p ­
lica of the boys’ dorm itory.

. E ach  h a ll w ill have 40 room s wlien com ­
pleted. T his h ieans th a t  80 boys and  80 
girls- can  be ca red  for. T h ere  is a lso  a n ­
o th e r do rm ito ry  used by th e  g rade  studen ts.

'A  D ean of Men w ill room  a t th e  B oys’

build  the o th e r w ings of th e  dorm itories, it 
m ay be th a t  we sha ll have to  refuse  adm it­
tance  to  m any s tuden ts  to th e  college. We 
a re  pray ing  fo r m oney to  build—we w ill no t 
bu ild  u n less  we get the  money—and we be­
lieve we sha ll g e t it. In  the p resen t V ic­
to ry  Cam paign, we expect to g e t the $100,- 
000 we a re  s triv ing  to raise , bu t it is no t 
payable fo r two years. M ost people who 
pledged w ill pay a t  the end of twO' years , 
w hich m eans we sh a ll h a v e 'n o  m oney to 
build  un less  some one loans u s a  few  thou ­
san d s  fo r tw o years .

TITHING EAGTS.

1. A braham  is the fa th e r Of us who a re  
in the faith . (Rom. 4:16). He gave tith es  
of a ll. (Gen. 14:20). Je su s said  “If  ye 
w ere  A braham ’s ch ild ren , ye w ould do the 
w orks of A braham .” (St. Jo h n  8:39).

2. Jehovah  God so regarded  the tith ing  
system  th a t w h en -Israe l failed to  pay th e ir  
tith es  he counted  them  backslidden.

3:8, 9) th ree  hund red  and  n ine­
ty-seven years  before the b irth  of C hrist, 
how m uch less a re  we robbers today who 
enjoy the w hite  lig h t of th is  age, and  refuse 
to  pay Him  H is tith es and offerings.

tith in g  H e found th a t they had  no t fo rgo t­
ten  M alachi’s stro n g  m essage. He upbraid-* 
ed them  fo r th e ir  neg lec t of m ore w eighty 
m atte rs , bu t com m ended them  on the tith in g  
syetem . (M att. 23-23). He found th a t the 
P h arisees  paid  tith es  of a ll (Luke M : 10-12). 
He said  th a t  o u r righ teousness m ust exceed 
th a t of the P h arisees (M att. 5:20). W herein 
a re  we to exceed them  in th is : They loved
God because they  gave to Him. C hris t en­
dorsed  the idea of b ring ing  the g ifts in to 
the tre a su re r  of H is chu rch  wbio took care  
of w hat w as p u t in (John  12:6). They used 
the m oney to c a rry  on th e ir  work, (M ark 
6:27; John  4:8).

The C hurch a t  P e n te c o s t-  The church  liad 
no board  a t  firs t to  look a f te r  th e  financial 
end of th e  w ork. The God th a t filled the 
early  p rophe ts now had  filled the en tire  
church. He tau g h t them  to give as in ihe 
days gone by, from  the h e a rt of love. They 
sold th e ir  lands and  houses and  b rough t 
the m oney and  laid it  a t  the apo.stles’ feet

I t  seem s to  me th a t  such  a  sta tem en t 
o ugh t n o t ■ to go unchallenged , Inasm uch 
as m any people stum ble over th e  w ords 
w ritten  by th is  well know n ho liness bro-

The p reach ers  tried  to ru n  the busine.is end 
of th e  chu rch  as w ell as p reach , but failed. 
Then, they  called  th e  ch u rch  to g e th e r and 
elected  a  B oard to look a f te r  the business 
end of the ch u rch  work. (Acts 4 -SI, 35; 
Acts 6:14).

P au l and  tlie (^Iiiirclics— Pan], in giving 
o rders to the churches w hich he had over­
sigh t of, said th a t they  should lay  by them  
in sto re  on the firs t day of the week, as God 
had p ro spered  them , th a t th ere  w ere no 
g a therings w hen he cam e. P au l w as ta lk ­
ing  to a  church . To every m em ber of th a t  
church . He said  fo r th a t church  to lav  by 
in sto re  (or pu t th e ir  tith es  from  th e ir  p ro s­
perity  in to  the church  tre a su ry ) th a t th ere  
be no g a th e rin g  w hen he came. He said 
th a t he had so ordered  the churches of G a­
la tia  to  do (1 Cor. 16:1, 2). The idea th ru - 
ou t the Bible is._that God’s ch ild ren  a re  to 
have enough pu re  and  undefiled relig ion, 
and  love for God, th a t they  w ill b ring  of 
th e ir  own free  w ill the tith es  and  offerings 
in to  H is house and tre a su ry  th a t H is w ork 
m ay prosper.

ther. P e rh ap s he is sincere  and is san c ti­
fied, bu t m any ea rn e s t sanctified leaders 
have led o thers  astray . The purpose of 
th is a r tic le  w ill be to shov/ th e  fa ls ity  of 
the a rg u m en ts  used in the above ed ito rial.

U nless we a re  badly  m istaken , th e  ed it­
o ria l seeks to  prove th a t ho liness w ork  is 
lagg ing  because m any ho liness people a re  
lin ing  up rig h t from  p as t ed ito ria ls  and  a r ­
tic les in th is  sam e paper and from  “ta lk s” 
a t  cam p m eeting by th is sam e b ro ther. Now 
we do no t blam e th is paper, for a t  the ra te  
people a re  lin ing  up w ith  o rgan ized  holi­
ness, i t  w ill soon cease publication .

L et us take  th e  ed ito ria l by sta tem en ts, 
and  seek to d iscover w h eth er o r n o t they 
a re  co rrect.

1. “H oliness people move aw ay from  op-

In  D e fe n s e  o f  O r g a n iz e d  H o lin e s s
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position , th ink ing  to have an  easie r tim e, 
w here th e ir  tes tim ony  w ill no t be com bat­
ted."

Anybody who h as ever jo ined a  ho liness 
ch u rch  know s th a t he had  an easie r tim e 
in a  dead chu rch  th an  in a  ho liness church . 
A lm ost every one of o u r converts have a 
stru g g le  over jo in ing  the N azarene church , 
and  th a t is one of th e  th ings they  have to 
lay  on the a lta r . L et me ask  the brotheV 
why they  have to lay  th e  chu rch  question  
on  the a lta r  it  they  w ill have an easie r tim e 
by jo in ing  a ho liness church?  W hen I 
p reached  ho liness in th e  M ethodist ch u rch  
(and I p reached  it ju s t a s  s trong ly  as now) 
I had  less opposition from  the M ethodists 
than  I do now. 1 have ta lked  to m any o th ­
e r p reachers  who have le ft th e ir  denom ina­
tions, and they  have said  the sam e th ing. 
We ju s t w ish the b ro th e r who w rote the. 
ed ito ria l w ould leave the M ethodist church 
and  he w ould see some fu r fly. He w ould 
tind th a t h und reds of people of h is own 
denom ination who a re  n o t his enem ies now 
w ould tu rn  ag an is t him  and  use th e ir  in ­
fluence to down him. H e wo.uld be called  
a  holy ro ller, a  fanatic , and  w hat not.

I^et me give a concrete  illu s tra tio n  of 
w hat it  m eans to  jo in  a ho liness church. 
In  a ce rta in  w estern  tow n w here we re ­
cen tly  pasto red  a  flock for a few weeks, 
we found when we landed in tow n th a t they 
w ere slandered  m ore, persecu ted  m ore, and 
in every w ay w ere having a  h a rd e r time 
th an  when they  stayed in th e ir  dead church  
and testified to holiness. W hy, they  could 
scarce ly  buy a lo t upon w hich to  build, 
w ere driven from  one ..a ll to an o th e r and 
finally  to  the house ren ted  by th e  pasto r, 
w ere called  holy ro lle rs , and slandered  in 
every way. One m an who le ft th e  M ethod­
is t church  w as singled  ou t by the p a s to r and 
o thers  of th a t denom ination, and  the  lies 
they  told about him  w ere scandalous. No, 
sir, b ro ther, people u su a lly  do no t jo in  a 
ho liness church  to  have an easie r time. 
You ju s t t iy  it you rse lf and you will change 
your mind.

Perha!)s it w ould be w ell to add th a t the 
reason  m any jieople do no t jo in  a holiness 
chu rch  is because they  a re  hav ing  an  (jas- 
ie r tim e d raw ing  a- good sa la ry  w riting  a r ­
tic les  ag a in s t organized ho liness and p reach ­
ing  a t s ta te  cam p m eetings d u ring  th e  sum ­
m er a t  the ra te  of $150 for ten  days. The 
reason  some p re fe r to stay  in a dead church  
and p reach  about "being filled w ith all the 
fu llness of God” (they  d are  no t p reach  ho li­
ness definitely) is the difference betw een a 
sa la ry  of $l,.5O0 and one of $150. I belivee 
w ith a ll my h e a rt th a t if professed  holiness 
people could have an ea s ie r tim e in a ho li­
ness chu rch  th a t N azarenes alone would 
have 100,000 requests  to r  m em bership  w ith ­
in a m onth. P e rh ap s some who w rite  a r ­
tic les aga in s t us w ould be am ong the first 
to  join.

2. "W e doubt if God w an ts ho liness peo­
ple to  dw ell in com m unities by them selves.’’

W hen the b ro th e r uses the w ord “com­
m un ities” he probably  has re ference  to 
jo in ing  ho liness churches. We w an t to  ask  
him  w hat the Bible m eans w hen it says: 
‘iNot fo rsak ing  the assem bling  of y o u r­
selves to g e th e r” (Heb. 10:25)? Let us say 
th a t  in a city  of 100.000 th e re  a re  th ree  ho li­
ness churches (God know s th e re  w ould be 
room  fo r m any m ore) and fifty an ti-ho liness 
churches. In the holiness churches th ere  
a re  a to ta l of fou r hundred  m em bers. T here  
are  tw enty  o ther ho liness people w ho be­
lieve you have le t your lig h t sh ine in the 
o ther churches, an d  so they  a ttend , one here  
and  one there , a ll of them  (?) shou ting  and 
(?) sh in ing  fo r Jesus. Once in a w hile they 
have to a tten d  a ho liness church  to  g e t a 
good feed. Now I w an t to  a sk  a re  tho.se 20 
"assem bling  them selves to g e th er,” as the 
Bihle com m ands? The au th o r of H ebrew s 
says "a s  th e  m an n er of som e is,” m eaning  
some w ent to  one dead synagogue and some 
to  ano ther, and  so he exho rts them  no t to

do as  these  b u t "assem ble together.”
W e w an t to  a sk  th e  b ro th e r if P au l was 

w rong  in  assem bling  the d iscip les together 
in  a  school house owned by T y rannus 
(A cts 19:9) in s tead  of stay ing  in  the old 
dead synagogue to le t h is lig h t shine. Pau l 
ev iden tly  believed God w anted  people to 
dw ell in “com m unities by them selves.” Hoes 
the b ro th e r th ink  the ea rly  M ethodists w ere 
w rong w hen they  "dw elt in com m unities by 
them selves” ? T hey bu ilt chapels (som e­
th ing  like 350 in the tim e o f W esley, I be­
lieve) and  “assem bled them selves toge ther.” 
W esley said he w ould never th ink  of o rg an ­
izing a c lass w ithou t p u ttin g  a  leader to 
shepherd  them . T here  is a  lo t of food for 
th o u g h t in W esley’s w ords for some m odern 
ho liness evangelists  who w ill hold a m eet­
ing anyw here and  leave the converts to the 
ravenous w olves to devour. Seems to me 
th e re  is ju s t  as m uch h e a r t to th a t as for 
a m other to  leave h e r new -born  ou t in a 
snow drift to freeze.

In  union th e re  is s treng th . T h a t is why 
th e  early  d iscip les w ere so strong . T h a t is 
why the ea rly  M ethodists w ere so strong . 
E very  h o l in ^ s  evangelist know s th a t when 
you have one thousand  holiness people in a 
m eeting  the pow er of God is g re a te r  th an  
if th e re  a re  only two. The m ore holiness 
people, the g re a te r  the pow er God m an i­
fests, We have an exam ple of th is  in Holy 
W rit. P e te r p reached  a serm on w ith  one 
hundred  and  tw en ty  ho liness people on the 
p latform . He had th ree  thousand  converts. 
Paul p reached  on M ars H ill in A thens w ith 
no crow d of holiness folks hack of him  
and did alm ost no th ing  in com parison to  
w hat God did th rough  P e te r’s serm on. And 
P au l p robably  could p reach  b e tte r than  
P e te r, too. Now, th e  devil know s a ll th is. 
So he sca tte rs  the  ho liness folks into every 
dead ch u rch  and uses ho liness p reachers  
to advise them, to  do th is. The re su lt is the 
sam e as P a u l’s serm on on M ars H ill.

(2a). "S a lt is good for no th ing  un less 
it  is sp rink led  around .” •

Now th a t sounds nice, especially  when the 
b ro th e r quotes the Bible and says “Ye a re  
the s a lt  of the ea r th .” Why, the devil con 
quote sc r ip tu re  too, the M ormons do, the 
A dvents do, the C hristian  S cien tis ts  do, and 
a ll fake relig ions in the w orld do. B ut le t 
us see if th e  b ro th e r uses the quotation  from  
the Bible co rrec tly , for I find even holiness 
p reach ers  can  go a s tra y  in th e ir  in te rp re ta ­
tion of the Bible. The b ro th er in h is ed ito r­
ia l is th ink ing  of sp rin k lin g  sa lt on food 
to m ake it ta s te  good, but Jesus had no such 
th o u g h t in  mind. He re fe rred  to the keep­
ing  pow er of sa lt, o r the though t th a t sa lt 
keeps food from  spoiling. And all w ill ad ­
m it th a t C h ris tian s a re  the sa lt (kee 'hng  
pow er) of th is  world. T ake us ou t and the 
w orld w ould ro t. All righ t, th is  being true, 
le t us a sk  the b ro th e r how he w ould keep 
a  nice fresh  ham  th a t some b ro th e r b rought 
him ? W ould he sp rink le  s a lt  on o r pile 
it on? If he  has had any  experience a t a ll 
he w ould know  th a t the ham  and sa lt and 
a ll w ould spoil if he sp rink led  it  “a ro u n d ” 
as he says. The b ro th e r can “ sp rink le  it 
a ro u n d ” on h is m eat, bu t th is  ho liness 
p reach er w ill pile the sa lt on.

3. " In  a pile by itself, it (sa lt)  is u se ­
less .”

A nother n ice-sounding s ta tem en t bu t u t­
te r ly  u n tru e . If  the b ro th er ever w orked 
on a farm  he know s th a t un less th e  sa lt is 
in a pile th e  ca ttle  w ill a ll die. If th e  nro- 
th e r  had  a farm  and  “sp rink led  sa lt a ro u n d ” 
a  40 acre  pastu re , he w ould have th e  cows 
bellow ing a ll n ig h t long to r some sa lt in a 
pile. In  a few  w eeks o r  m onths th ey  w ould 
die, un less  the b ro th e r changed h is m ind 
th a t " s a lt  in a pile is u se less.”

I believe th a t the troub le  w ith  th e  H o li­
ness association  h as been th a t it  h as  tried  
to  s c a tte r  the sa lt a ll over the w hole 40 
ac re  field. The re su lt has been th a t m ost 
of the cows have died and th e  re s t a re  g e t­
ting  th e re  fast. T he H oliness A ssociation

The V ictory C am paign pledges a re  no t due fo r tw o years , and little  w ill be 
paid before fall. Who w ill loan us the m oney ti ll the pledges come in? W rite  im m ediately  to

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bu ilt up and looked a f te r .” I w ant to add 
th a t the reason  the ho liness association  is 
accom plishing so little  today, a s  m any of 
its  leaders h av e -to ld  me, is because they 
a re  sca tte r in g  th e  sa lt 'a ro u n d ” in s tead  of 
doing a s  John  W esley, keeping it  in  piles.

L et us tu rn  to  the B ible again  and  see if 
sa lt in piles is useless. P au l w en t ou t of 
th a t dead synagogue in E phesus (A cts 19:9) 
and w en t to a school ow ned by T yrannus. 
He no t only w ent h im self bu t it says he took 
th e  d iscip les w ith  him . And, sham e on 
him , he did no t leave even one in th a t old 
dead synagogue to  " le t h is  lig h t sh ine 
th e re .” P oor deluded Paul. I t  is Queer 
th a t he did no t know  as m uch as some mod­
ern  ho liness evangelists. Why, he O'Uglit to 
have seen th a t s a lt  had  to be "siirinkled  
a ro u n d ” for ‘‘sa lt in p iles is u se less .”

The read e r should notice w hat happened 
a f te r  P au l took the d iscip les ou t of the dead 
church . I t  says th a t they  bu rned  $8,500 
w orth  of books, w hich probably  included 
some a rtic le s  ag a in s t o rganized  holiness, 
and th a t m any believed and confesser ‘‘so 
m igh tily  g rew  the W ord of God and iire- 
va iled .” Oh, w hat w ould happen  in  the 
ho liness m ovem ent today if a ll the holiness 
people had a  P au l to lead  them  out to  some 
school house o r ha ll?  B ro ther, th e re  w ould 
be a  m ighty  revival! A lm ost a ll H oliness 
A ssociation  evangelists  adm it the ho liness 
m ovem ent is a lm ost dead and  ge ttin g  m ore 
so every year. W hat do you say  th a t we 
try  P a u l’s p lan?

If P au l had been a m odern ho liness evan­
ge lis t he w ould have to ld  the d iscip les a t  
E phesus no t to go to th a t school house, and 
th a t the w ork  in E phesus ‘‘lagged because 
they  w ent to  the school house to  escape p e r­
secu tion .” T hen  P au l could have honeyed 
a round  th a t old dead chu rch  and  had  a h o li­
ness convention in  th e  basem ent, o rganized

a County A ssociation, and  to ld  the d is­
cip les th a t God w anted "sa lt sp rink led  
a ro u n d .” H e w ould have come back every 
y ea r fo r a ten  day m eeting and got $150, 
w ould have s ta r te d  a ho liness paper and 
w ritten  some a rtic le s  te llin g  people to stay  
in the dead chu rch  a t  Ephesus. In  a  few 
years  the w ork a t  E phesus could have been 
as dead as the ho liness m ovem ent today.

Did P au l ever leave a dead chu rch  o ther 
th a n  the one a t  E phesus? L isten : ‘And
w hen they  opposed them selves (Jew s in  the 
dead Jew ish  synagogue a t  C orin th) and 
blasphem ed, he (Paul) shook h is ra im en t 
and  said  un to  them , ‘Y our blood be ujion 
you r h e a d s ; I am c le a n ; from  hencefo rth  I 
w ill go to  the G entiles.’ And he departed  
thence and en tered  in to  a ce rta in  m an ’s 
house, nam ed Ju s tu s , one th a t w orshipped 
God, whose house joined hard  to  the syna­
gogue.”

If P au l should come to life today, and 
stepping  in to  a holiness convention in some 
dead church , shake h is coat and  leave the 
building, some holiness p reach ers  a ttend ing  
w ould th ink  him in sane  un less they  knew 
it w as Paul. W hile the evangelists w ere 
p reach ing  the hell-born  doctrine th a t ho li­
ness people ought to  stay  in the dead 
church , P au l w ould try  to find a h a ll do'wn 
tow n, and failing  in th is, w ould hold m eet­
ings in the  home of some m odern  Ju s tu s. 
T hen those evangelists  w ould go home and 
w rite  a rtic le s  in th e ir  (?) ho liness paper, 
te llin g  th e ir  fo llow ers th a t  God does not 
w an t ho liness folks to ‘‘assem ble them ­
selves to g e th e r” but, ‘‘as th e  m anner of 
some is,” stay  in the old dead synagogues 
and freeze and starve.

I w an t to  close th is  a rtic le  w ith  a few 
quo ta tions from  th e  Bible. I could add 
m any m ore, b u t these  w ill be enough to  ru ­
m inate  for some time.

‘‘And w hosoever w ill no t receive you. 
when you go ou t of th a t city, shake off the 
very  dust from  so u r  feet for a  testim ony 
ag a in s t them .” (Luke 9 :5 )). T his w as com ­
m anded the tw elve apostles.

“B ut in to  w hatsoever city  ye en te r and 
they  leceive you not, go you r w ays ou t into 
the s tre e ts  of the sam e and  say  ‘Even the 
very  dust of the city  w hich cleaveth  u n to  
us we do w ipe off aga in s t you.” (Luke 10: 
10, 11). T h is w as spoken to the  seventy.

“Give no t th a t w hich is holy to the dogs, 
ne ith e r cast ye you r p ea rls  before sw ine, 
le s t they  tram p le  them  u nder th e ir  feet and  
tu rn  again  jn d  rend  you.” (M att. 7 :6).

“Come ou t from  am ong them  and  be ye 
sep a ra te .” (2 Cor. 6:17).

“Now I beseech you, b re th ren , m ark  them  
w hich cause divisions and  offenses c o n tra ry  
to  the doctrine  w hich ye have lea rned  and 
avoid them .” (Rom. 16: 17).

“ If any  m an teach  o therw ise  * * * from  
such, w ithdraw  yourself. ” (1 Tim . 6:3, 5).

“B lessed (happy) is the  m an th a t s itte th  
no t in the sea t (pew) of the sco rn fu l (ho li­
n ess  fig h te rs ).” (Ps. 1:1.
