When I take  my pen to write on this sub ject  I feel 
a  thrill go through me something like what 1 imagine 
the  old laid-uff fire horse feels when he hears the fire 
gong sound. 1 feel perfectly  a t  home in this field. I 
have given i t  much study and careful thought and I be­
lieve one of the fir.st, if not the f irs t man th a t  wrote 
definitely along this line in the Herald of Holiness. I 
am still a  st rong  Home Missionary man, and ever ex­
pect fo be, for I firmly believe th a t  the fu ture  success 
o f  all the in terests  of the church res ts  entirely upon the 
success of this one in te res t  of tht church.

I f  we fail here and do not make progress along this 
line, then every other  phase of our work 
m ust suffer, and progress along all lines 
m us t cease.

Years ago I wrote and pled and did 
all th a t  any litt le man could do to d irect 
the attention  o f  the people in our church 
to the fac t  th a t  we would soon become 
top heavy unless we gave more a t t e n ­
tion to the building up of the Home Base.
I received le t te rs  from d if fe ren t parts 
o f  the country, some commending me 

.upon the stand I had taken, others cry­
ing out alarmist;  but time and experi­
ence has vindicated m ein  the stand tak- 
en; a t  last all .of  us have awakened to 
the fac t  th a t  the Home Base is loaded 
to the limit and there  can be no more 
advancem ent along any o ther phase of 
ou r  work until the home field is greatly  
strengthened. I am sure th a t  if we had 
paid as much atten tion  to Home Mi.ssions 
in the last e ight years, as we have to 
Foreign Missions, we would now have 50,000 or 
60,000 N azarenes instead of the S a m i '  old familiar 
munber of 40,000, and our Foreign Missionary work 
would be a third s tronger  than it  is now. Why 
is it  th a t  our people are  so blind? Is i t  wrong to 
use business sense in religion? Our Foreign Mis­
sionary work never will be self-supporting, it always 
will be a dead expense to us. Are we going to cease 
work in Foreign fields because of this? No! a thou­
sand times. No! We are willing to spend and be spent 
and gladly obey our Lord’s command to go into all the 
world; but beloved, where is this expense money com­
ing from? From no o ther  place than the Home Base.

But w hat if  you have no Home Base! Then the work 
must cease. Some had to learn this lesson hy experi­
ence, and we are learning it  a t  last. Every true  Naz­
arene has been standing by our publishing interests, 
and expects to continue, for we all know we m ust have 
our publications; some have declared i t  is the h ea r t  of 
our whole church life; perhaps it  is. 1 will not try  to 
dispute it. I only say th a t  the simcesa of our publish­
ing in terests  depends entirely  upon the success of our 
Home Missionary work. If  we had 80,000 Nazarenes 
i t  would only be half the job th a t  i t  is now to raise the 
necessary $100,000 for the indebtedness on the plant.

It  we take  up another phase of our 
church work, a phase which I am g rea t­
ly in terested in at this time, namely, . 
our school work, we are driven to the 
same conclusion when we look for the 
source of its support. We m ust fall 
back upon the Home Base; the s tronger 
it  is, the s tronger  will be the  School. 
There can be no school without the  loy­
al support of a  goodly number of Naz­
arenes, hence the Geijeral Board of Ed­
ucation has cut down somewhat the num­
ber of our Colleges and then allotted to 
each rem aining College a certain te r r i ­
tory known as their  Educational Dis­
tr ic t  and this territory  was not allotted 
according to the num ber of Nazarenes 
dwelling in it, hence no College should 
encroach upon the te r ri to ry  of another.
I t  would not be difficult for anyone to see 
th a t  the proper w ay for any of ourEduca- 
tional Institutions to build up a strong 

plant is to throw themselves hea r t  and soul into spread­
ing scriptural holiness all over their D istr ic t and m ak ­
ing Nazarenes by the hundreds and thousands.

By way of illustration I wish to write of an experience 
I had on the North Pacific District. A little over one 
year  ago I held a meeting in Alsea, Oregon; this meet­
ing was backed by the Home Missionary fund to the 
e x l t i  I of $100 or near th a t  figure. We had a splendid 
meeting and a good Nazarene Church was organized. 
Boon a f te r  this I was called to do work for the N orth­
west Nazarene College; feeling th a t  God required it  a t  
my hand, I accepted the work. A fte r  accepting the

This looked like quite a problem for a band 
no la rg e r than  ours was « t  th a t tim e ,'to  a ttem p t. B ut fee l­
ing God was in our organizing and th a t we could depend on 
Him, we purchased the truck . And by the aid of some of 
our dear friends we have it  nearly paid for.

On ano ther page of th is issue is a cu t of our p resen t Home 
Mission Band. This p ictu re  gives some idea of th e  size of 
our band a t  the p resen t tim e. We have not only grown, but 
i t  seem s to me th a t every one has made g re a t advancem ent 
in sp iritual things. The privilege of going out to hold these 
week-end m eetings has been a g re a t source of blessing to 
all. I t  is giving each one some practical work th a t  cannot 
be given by books. H ow ever it is no t ju s t our aim to prac­
tice as some m ight th ink, but our chief aim is the salvation 
of souls. Q uite a num ber of pen iten t seekers have bowed a t 
the a lta r  in these m eetings and best of all some have been 
finders.

E ach week as we m eet fo r p rayer th e  Lord has blessed us 
in a w onderful way.

The p a tien t loving woman who is so easily distinguished 
from  all o thers  by her ch arac te ris tic  d ress and odd little  bon­
n e t has countless opportun ities fo r service. H er place in 
Home Mission work is indeed a la rge  and sign ifican t one; her 
duties, various and m any.

L e t us follow th e  fa ith fu l deaconess on one of her busy days. 
We see her as she s ta r ts  on her way w ith th a t w innning 
sm ile on her face and her Bible under her arm . She is on 
her way to the rescue home to  tell th e  precious young people 
of a Saviour who can save to  the u tte rm o st all th a t come 
unto God by Him. She finds a t least some fe r tile  soil for 
the seed th a t  is sown She would ta rry  longer bu t her hours 
fo r th is day a re  planned m ost carefully  as she has more calls 
than  she can answ er.

O ff she is on ano ther errand , carry ing  a b ask e t o f fru its  
and dain ties , to  bring cheer arid com fort to  the sick and a f­
flicted. In  one of these homes she  finds th e  g re a te s t re­
sponse to  the gospel and lingers longer to answ er the earnes t 
questions of one who is really  seeking God. They hold on 
until God m eets th e ir souis. L ittle  does the a rd en t w orker 
th ink  th a t  th is will be the last opportunity  she will have 
to  help th is soul to Jesus for th a t  very n igh t she slips a- 
way to be w ith Him who so sw eetly  lifts  the burden while 
they pray.

Altnoqgh she is w eary y e t her duties lead her to a large 
delap ita ted  bouse in th e  slum s w here fou r m otherless child­
ren w ere le f t to m ake th e ir way in the world. The ta c tfu l 
deaconess has learned to adap t herself to  every condition- 
H ere, as so o ften  is the case, the house is f i r s t  pu t in order, 
then the  children too, need her tender care. This done, she 
p repares a wholesome and dainty meal, ju s t such an one a s  
the neglected cnildren need. As they are  tired  and sleepy 
th e  deaconess sends them  to bed while she pu ts the k itchen 
in order. I t  is no t long before she kneels by the bedside of 
the little  ones, com m ending them  to God’s care. And then 
the guardian  angel, no t fo rg e ttin g  her little  God-given charg­
es, quietly  slips ou t in to  the  cold m idnight a ir to her own 
humble dwelling.

How easily the din of th is old world deadens the call to  the 
sm aller ta sk s  and we pray th a t  God will give us a call to  some 
special work. God forg ive us; le t us open our eyes and see 
the field of opportun ities; a t  our very doors a re  neglected 
souls to be helped. Each one of us who really has a burden 
fo r o thers, can give “ cups of cold w a te r .’’ Should not 
C hristian ity  tak e  on a more p ractical aspec t if  we a re  daily 
to grow more like our C hrist?

T ruly th is well expresses our C hristian  experience a f te r  
we have passed through a long s tru g g lin g  life w ithou t God. 
This also becam e tru e  to  many of our Jap an ese  friends in 
th is s ta te . They a re  fa r  rem oved from  th e ir  own country  
to  w here the language and custom s a re  a lto g e th e r d iffe ren t 
from  theirs and they seem to feel th a t  no one really  is in te r ­
ested  in them . This feeling  o f loneliness especially  increased 
since the la s t session of S ta te  L eg isla tu re , in which A nti- 
Jap an ese  m easure was proposed. Now they  began to  feel 
th e ir helplessness and w eakness. B ut th e ir  help never 
cam e from  their own G overnm ent nor A m erican politicians 
bu t i t  cam e from  brave ladies o f th e  W. C. T. U . and 
o thers. A Sunday School is now s ta r te d  w here the Bible is 
tau g h t. I t  was begun f irs t in Boise bu t a t  the p resen t tim e, 
under our supervision w ith the help of many devoted A m eri­
can friends, we have five Sunday Schools besides th a t one in 
Boise; namely N am pa, O ntario , N yssa, M iddleton and Cald­
well whose to ta l m em bership is about a  hundred and tw en ty , 
including children. This num ber included alm ost a h a lf of 
th e  Japanese  population in th is p a rt of th e  s ta te . Among 
them  we have tw en ty -five  who have been baptized.

Besides th is organization, we have ju s t  organized a Y.M .C.A 
The purpose of th is organization  shall be: a prom otion of
C hristian  atm osphere am ong our people th rough  th e  influence 
of young people, an education of young people th rough  in­
s truction  in English and in public m eetings, and a prom otion 
of friendly feeling  betw een the  A m erican and Jap an ese  peo-

up th e  A ssem bly year. W e are  g ra te fu l to  th e  p asto rs and 
churches fo r th e ir  hearty  reception . I t  is ce rta in  th a t  all the 
churches fe lt the  blessing of the Lord.

Good revivals have been repo rted  by m ost o f ou r pastors, 
fo r which we th an k  God and tak e  courage. O ur field is w hite 
to  harvest, m ore helpers is the g re a t need. O pportunities 
are  before us, which we ought to  em brace; money and men 
a re  needed. T here are  tow ns w here we o ugh t to have church­
es; such as Pocatello, Twin Falls, Shoshone, W eiser and 
many o th er places.

J u s t  as tru ly  as i t  tak es money to  open a w ork in China, 
India and Jap an  so also in th e  home land. We give our sons 
and daugh ters to  go across the sea, and support them  there . 
Why not plan some of our money for th e  opening o f a Church 
of th e  N azarene in some of the m any tow ns w here th e  full 
gospel of Jesus is not preached. Men and money will do it. 
We have some good men in sight, bu t so f a r  we do not see the 
money, excep t fo r one tow n. T here a  godly m an is moved to 
in v es t some of his earn ings to  g e t  th e  w ork s ta rted . How 
soon Je su s  may come, none of us know. Be i t  near or fa r , 
we should be a t  our work w ith w illing hearts , hands or ta l­
e n ts—seeking to  save th e  lost ones.

God has ordained th a t the gospel of full salvation should 
be propogated by hum an means. If, th e re fo re , some do not hear th e  glad 
new s, it  becomes the fa u lt o f those who already know the tru th . If, since the 
tim e of C hrist, everyone who has him self accepted the gospel had worked 
w ith all his m ight and main to bring th a t gospel to o th e rs , i t  is doubtful w heth­
e r th ere  would beany  in the world today, who have not had a t  leas t an oppor­
tun ity  to find our C hrist. As it  is, no t only those in heathen lands, bu t also 
m ultiplied millions in ou r own country  have ever had an aaequate  opportunity  
to  accdpt o r re je c t sa lvation . I t  is for those th a t th e  home m issionary is 
peculiarly responsible.

W e,often  lightly assum e tiia t our nation  is a nation of C hrist re jec to rs. 
W hile th a t may be tru e  in a large num ber of instances, still I believe th ere  
are  m ore who have never followed our Saviour simply because they have nev­
e r known the possibility o f salvation . One cannot tru ly  be said to  r e je c ts  
m a tte r  when he has no t become fam iliar w ith it. O ur country is indeed an 
enlightened nation in an in te llectual sense, bu t w here a knowledge of vita l sal­
vation is concerned, the g re a t m ajority  are  still in the densest ignorance. I 
believe th a t  i t  would be a perfec tly  safe  ven tu re  to  a sse r t th a t fou r-fifth s  of 
the people do not even know th a t we ex ist, as fa r  as we as N azarenes are  
concerned. Of the rem ainder, the  g re a t m ajority  have an entire ly  m istaken 
notion of our doctrines and of the principal reason fo r our existence. Many 
associate us w ith various questionable new cults. All these cannot properly 
be said to have had a  chance to  seek and find salvation .

As home m issionaries we will be held responsible if  we do no t do alt in our 
pow er to  see th a t all of our neighbors in th is g re a t nation of ours g e t an ade. 
quate  opportunity  to  e ith e r accep t or re je c t the gospel. We m ust break over 
th e  narrow  lim its o ften  unknow ingly prescribed by our local churches, and 
somehow or o ther, g e t th e  glad new s to  the people a t  la rge . John W esley 
preached the gospel from  his fa th e r ’s tom bstone, ou t in th e  open fields, in de­
serted  factory  buildings, and w herever he had an opportun ity . As a resu lt the 
M ethodist church largely  sp rang  up am ong those whom the established church 
of his day had never reached. I t  is said th a t  he preached on 
an average  of th ree  tim es a day. Today we have largely  be­
come fossilized in our tw ice-on-Sunday preaching to  our owp 
little  group, while th e  g re a t  crowds rush  madly on entirely  
oblivious of th e  claim s of th e  gospel. W ith  our p resen t day 
advan tages we as N azarenes should m an ifest a  g re a te r  zeal 
and ardor th an  th e  early  M ethodists. W e profess th a t  we are  
in te re s ted  in th e  salvation  of o thers, bu t our actions o ften  be­
lie our words. In  fac t, we a re  m ore in te rested  in our farm s 
and business en terp rises, and in our p e tty  personal affairs than  
we are  in the avowedly suprem e purpose of our lives.

T here a re  abandoned churches and schoolhouses th a t  a re  op­
en to  us and if  we cannot find enough of them  th e re  is p lenty  of 
stand ing  room in the open air. I f  John  W esley and S t. Paul 
had w aited fo ra  nicely appointed Church and a fixea com fort­
able sa lary  for th e ir services, how far-reach ing  would the ir 
work have been?

Since th a t  tim e 
much has been accom plished in sp ite  of th e  m any difficulties 
which have confronted the  few  stu d en ts  who rem ain in 
N am pa. A lm ost every  Sunday a band has gone ou t in ans­
w er to calls from  various places and th e  Lord has blessed 
every effort. The s t re e t  m eetings have also been continued 
under th e  supervision of th e  band w ith Miss Evelyn H utton  
in charge of arrangem en ts .

A perm anen t appo in tm en t has now been opened n ear Cald­
well in a P resby te rian  churcb, and good in te re s t is being 
show n.

It was a big step  o f fa ith  when nearly  a y ear ago th e  Home M issionary 
Band purchased a truck  and th rew  itse lf several hundred dollars in deb t. B ut 
God has honored th a t fa ith , for th e  truck is now nearly paid for.

Some may wonder why a truck  is necessary to  our work. I t  would no t be, 
if  we w ere con ten t to  stay  a t  home and do nothing. But the  main purpose 
of our organization  is to do som ething, to  spread the gospel into needy places. 
Since calls come to  us any w here from  ten to one hundred and fifty  miles 
aw ay, we m ust g e t th e re  in some way. To borrow cars fo r the occasion has 
proven uncertain  and u nsa tisfac to ry ; and w alking is no b e tte r , fo r miles a re  

as lung in Idaho as anyw here else. So th e  only way o u t of 
th e  d ifficu lty  was a truck  of our own, which, thank God we 
have. U ur field of usefulness has thus g rea tly  enlarged, and 
we tru s t  th a t many more souls will be saved as a result.

These w ords of Mr. Wilson regard ing  the m issionary pro­
gram  during the w ar, a re  quoted from  Flora L. W ilson’s a r ­
ticle in the N orth  A m erican S tudent, and are  sign ifican t as 
voicing the g re a t mission o f A m erica in th e  C hristian  world 
p rogram . Israe l was a people w ith a m essage. The apostle 
m ak^s i t  clear th a t Israe l was elected to  a work, was given 
am ission , and enjoyed certa in  priv ileges in order to  fulfil the 
mission which God had given them .

A m erica likewise has a place in the  prophetic history of the 
world. When the Pilgrim  F a th e rs  s ta r te d  on th a t mem orable 
journey across the A tlan tic  to th e  bleak New England shores, 
they held firs t, a  serv ice o f consecration in th e ir church and 
then  in solemn procession m arched to  the sea, led by th e ir  
pasto r John Robinson, who as they m arched read  from  the 
Bible th e  g re a t commission which God gave to  A braham . 
“ Now Jehovah  said un to  A bram , G et thee ou t of thy country, 
and from  thy kindred, and from  thy fa th e r ’s house, unto  the 
land th a t  I will show thee; and 1 will m ake of thee a g re a t 
nation, and 1.will bless thee , and m ake thy nam.e g re a t; and 
be thou a blessing: and I will bless them  th a t bless thee , and 
him th a t cu rse th  thee  will 1 curse: and in thee  shall all the 
fam ilies of th e  ea rth  be b lessed .’’ Gen. 12:1-3.

So s tr ik in g  is the paralle l th a t the C hristian world, espe­
cially the s tu d en t class is beginning to  catch  the vision of God’s 
g re a t plan in the founding of th is country—to evangelize the 
world. A recen t w rite r has said of th is parallel, “ I t  was a 
sum m ons across the cen tu ries to  a new and profound applica­
tion of th e  principles of religion to  nation building. The con­
viction burned in th e ir h ea rts  th a t God w as sending them  out 
on a divine mission and th a t they w ere to found on th is side 
th e  sea, a nation which should bear an im portan t p a r t in the 
world plans of C h ris tian ity .’’

T h a t A m erica was to be a c en te r fo r world evangelization 
is very ev iden t from  the w ritings of the founders o f the R e­
public. The opening w ords of th e  M ayflow er com pac t are  
“ In th e  nam e of God, A m en ,”  while the closing words of 
th is h istoric docum ent are, “ For the glory of God and the 
advancem ent of the  C hristian  fa i th .”  T here can be no true  
.Americanism, w ithout a recognition of the g re a t purposes of 
th is country which w ere in th e  minds of the founders of this 
g re a t Republic.

T h a t God has a g re a t C hristian  world plan fo r A m erica is 
fu th e r  shown by th e  fa c t th a t  th is  country  has largely  been 
explored and developed by th e  home m issionaries. A resen t 
w rite r has said th a t  “ The m arch  of our civilization is to  the 
music of our re lig io n ,”  and an o th e r w ith profound recogni­
tion of th e  im portance of the  early  m issionaries has said, ‘ ‘The 
home m issionary w as a founder o f schools, a builder of church­
es, a m aker of s ta te s , a signer of tre a tie s , an u n fu rle r of 
flags, and alw ays and everyw here  a genuine A m erican .”

Life, a Career or a M ission
My sub jec t is not found in the  body of the  Scrip tu re  in 

ju s t  these words, bu t its  sp irit b rea thes on every page and 
from  every  line. These words 1 found w ritten  on th e  fly lea f 
of th e  Bible of a young laay who was a t  one tim e a m em ber 
of my parish, and one upon whom I could depend. To me 
these  w ords seem ed to  be w ritten , no t only in ink in her 
Bible b u t to  have been graven  into her h e a rt and life.

Is my life to be a mission or a career?  This is a question 
which confron ts us all. The m ystics loved to p ic tu re  sp irit­
ual tru th  under the im agery  of S crip tu re  na rra tiv e .

The word ca ree r is from  the  word m eaning a race course. 
The m ission is also a  ru nner or a  race. In th is they seem 
to  be identical. So th e re  a re  tim es in hum an life when 
it  is d ifficu lt to  d istinguish  th e  one from  the o ther. There 
are  tim es when of necessity  we a re  forced to  consider p res­
e n t issues. Princip les a re  o ften  closely bound up w ith per­
sonalities. Had we no o ther m ethod we should indeed be a t  a 
loss to know w hether our contention is fo r ourselves or for 
th e  principles of righteousness.

The word ca ree r ca rries  w ith i t  th e  idea of a chario t race 
and carries w ith i t  the  idea of being carried . The word 
mission is a foot runner. The one m eans to  be carried , the  
o th er to  carry . H ere the  distinction  becomes clearer. I f  
we a re  to m ake life a ca reer, we expect to  be carried . O ur­
self is to  be suprem e. E very th ing  m ust be made to  m inist­
e r- to  us. We are  to  be carried  on the shoulders o f o thers. 
We are  to  reap  th e ir  labor. W e rise by oppression, we 
profit by th e  wounds of o thers. The lifeblood of o thers flows 
in our veins.

The word mission carries  w ith i t  th e  idea of service and 
labor. He is not carried , he runs. He runs no t even on a 
mission of his own, he is th e  p roperty  of another. He runs 
on an errand.

The ea rlie s t religion of the world w as fellow ship w ith God. 
The second g re a t  principle w as th a t  m an w as his b ro th e r’s 
keeper. A ca ree r is ac tu a ted  by th e  sp irit of the world. A 
mission by the sp irit of God. C hange the figure. A ca ree r 
m arks a worldly view -point. A mission is the C hristian view ­
point. “ He cam e not in to  the w orld to be m inistered  unto, 
bu t to m in ister and to  give his life a ransom  fo r m an y .”

N olt, o f Buhl, is the evangelist and the Jay  Band is fu rn ish ­
ing th e  special music. B ro ther Jay  repo rts  th a t  th e  a tte n d ­
ance from  the tow n is splendid and the people a re  show ing 
g re a t in te re s t. They are  holding on in p ray er and fa ith  ex- 
uecting  a h a rv es t of souls and covet the p rayers o f God’s peo­
ple th a t He will help them  to lead mgny from  darkness to  
light.

A truck  load and a  car 
load of th em —a rounddozen in all. They cam e over the  moun­
ta ins and through the  valleys two hundred miles from  N am pa 
ju s t  to be w ith us over Sunday, and in coming th a t  distance 
they  rose tw o hundred fe e t in a ltitude.

Truly, th a t  w as a Sunday th a t not many will fo rge t. The 
th ree  g re a t services filled with burning testim onies and rous­
ing  m essages. The singing of the double q u a rte t, the p ray ­
ing, and w ith-all, the presence of the blessed Holy G host made 
a day th a t the people a re  ta lk in g  about yet.

Som etim es people m an ifest one sp irit in m eeting  and ano th ­
e r in the homes w here they a re  en terta ined . N ot so with 
these young people. The only criticism  I have heard of them  
is th a t there  w ere not enough to go around. W hen the people 
found out w hat they w ere, they all w anted  to en te r ta in  them . 
E very pastor knows th a t  th a t  is an indication th a t speaks vol­
umes.

The services le f t such a good ta s te  in the m outh of the peo­
ple th a t we had them  back fo r a revival m eeting  la te r  in the 
y e a r—but we could secure only five as the re s t had to be div­
ided am ong o ther needy churches. How they sang and prayed 
and testified  and how B rother Davis, the D istric t S uperin ten­
dent, preached! The people cam e like they had never come in 
years , and k ep t i t  up even though th e  therm om eter stood a t 
20 below much of the tim e. And God honoured the singing, 
and preaching, and testim ony, and p ray er and the general 
bearing of the company; and cam e in unusual convicting pow­
e r  and a  goodly num ber w ere saved or sanctified , m ost of 
whom are  stand ing  and grow ing now some m onths a f te r  the 
m eeting  has closed.

About the m ost com prehensive th ing  I could say about the 
Home Mission Band th a t visited my church during the y ear is 
th a t  I could see no d ifference  betw een the sp irit of th^se 
Home M issionaries and th e  sp irit of Foreign M issionaries— 
and this is as it  should be.

College Text Matt. 6:33
Lew is  E. H all

“ But seek ye f i rs t  tbe  kingdom  of God, and his righ teous­
ness; and all these  th ings shall be added unto you .”

The m aste r has given us several reasons why we should look 
to  God for all th ings. This passage is given as the seventh re a ­
son and it  seem s to  stand  ou t above all the o thers, i t  contains 
all th a t  is in o thers and y e t it  points to a  h igher plane than  all 
th e  res t. This verse is the clim ax of the discourse and the 
clim ax is to seek His kingdom and his righ teousness. And to 
seek these tw o th ings points to a holy life.

F irs t—if we ever reach a place w here we will tru s t God fully 
i t  will be because we have sought His kingdom and His rig h t­
eousness. God enthroned in our h ea rts  and lives will cause us to 
have fa ith  and believe in the one th a t s its  on th e  throne. His 
kingdom and righteousness will be m anifested  to the world be­
cause i t  will be lived ou t in our lives. The unsaved are  looking 
fo r a people th a t will live a holy life.

Second—if we w an t a revival, if we desire to see souls sav ­
ed and sanctified , le t us seek His Kingdom and His righteous­
ness. W hat does the word say? “ W hen He is come He will 
reprove th e  world of sin, righ teousness and ju d g em en t.”  
When He is come, w here? In to  your h ea rt and life. And He 
will se t up a kingdom in your soul and cause you to  live a life

th a t will convict the world of sin. B rother, S ister, if  H is king­
dom and His righteousness re igns w ith in ; your very life will 
be a rebuke to  sin. You won’t  need to  w ear a bu tton  or carry  
a Bible to show people you a re  a Christian. I f  you w an t a 
revival use th is te x t.

T hird—if you need tem poral th ings, seek His kingdom and 
His righteousness, when th e  billows of sin roll about us and 
th e  devil w hispers d e fe s t, and we a re  a t  the end of the rope. 
Don’t  go to the jun iper tre e  like E lijah did, bu t flee to  a se­
c re t cham ber and seek His kingdom and His righ teousness. 
P ray  until you feel the kingdom se t up anew , and until His 
love shines in your soul, and you will have courage like the 
apostle Paul had on the sinking ship—though d e fea t was all a- 
round he cam e ou t boldlywith the sta tem en t, “ I believe G od.”  
The old ship m ay rock and pitch bu t if  we have His kingdom 
and His righteousness aboard we will m ake th e  landing. I f  
we need finances; if  th e  flour barre l is em p ty ; if  th e re  is no

work I w ent over to  A lsea  for a th re e  days’ vacation. 
The good people there  insisted upon me tak ing  a 
night service and telling them about the work I had 
taken up. A t the  close of the  meeting they gave me 
over twice as much for the College as the Home Mis­
sionary authorit ies had invested to establish the  work, 
besides la te r  on sending a s tudent to the School.

Ac this same ratio  it  would mean an income of 
$40000 this year to our College if $20000 could be had 
for Home Missionary work, also supplying the College 
with students. And thus it is all through our church 
life. Take away or cripple our Home Missionary 
work, and every phase of our work will be like N oah’s 
dove; she found no place to res t  her feet. •

Beloved, let us arouse ourselves before it  is too late, 
and put fo r th  a mighty effort,  a s teadfast and definite 
e f fo r t  to build up the Home Base. _ Our very life de­
pends upon it. This phase of our work must be sound, 
solid and aggressive, if  the o ther phases succeed a t  all. 
Hence this, (our Home Missionary work) to my mind 
is the very h ea r t  of our church life.

I t ru s t  th a t  no one will accuse me of tear ing  down 
Foreign Missions to build up Home Missions, or t e a r ­
ing down our school in terests  to build up the  Home 
Missionary work. I f  you feel this way you have not 
rightly read my article, for 1 have been try ing to say 
all the time, th a t  the way and the only way to build 
up Foreign Missions or any other in te res t  of our work 
is to continually s tress  Home Missions, to be e v e r la s t ­
ingly a t  it, to establish a Nazarene Church in every city 
and town and country place around about us, to in­
crease the membership in every t h u u h  a li trdy  es­
tablished. If  we can have a constaiit revival a t  home 
and establish new churches all over our Districts, the 
other in terests  of our work will be cared for, and th a t  
gladly and freely.

In conclusion let me say there  is a way and the only 
proper way to  succe.ssfully carry on Home Missionary 
work in the. Church oT the Nazarene, and th a t  is to 
work through her original machinery. The Church of 
the Nazarene was built and equipped for this very 
purpose. The' facts  a re  chat is about all we thought 
of in the beginning. We were to establish centers of 
holy fire in all of the large cities, and thence w ork ou t  
into the smaller places. It is true th a t  we had a 
small paper so as to keep in touch with one another, 
and receiving the paper was like ge tt ing  a te t te r  from 
home. We had a Bible College to somewhat equip our 
prospective workers, and finally the Foreign Mission­
ary work was “ P u t  into a chute and chuted to u s” 
bu t the one consuming desire was to build up churches 
where the people could worship God in the beauty of 
holiness. Uur church niacninery was built for this 
purpose, hence our Superintendency. Our D istrict 
Superin tendent was not to take  the place of the  Presid­
ing Elder in the MeUiodisi Church, lor our governinenl 
was more of a Congregational form than the Episcopal 
form of government, hence the Superintendent was to 
preside when necessary, but to push forward the work

continually. He was to be a man o f  evangelistic ability, 
a mighty passion for lost humanity , and enough of the  
executive about him to keep m a t te r s  adjusted. Through 
him then we looked to see the forward movement of our 
work. He was to keep in touch with the open doors, 
keep in touch with the evangelists; the  Home Mission­
ary money was placed a t  his disposal, a lthough it  did 
not amount to very much in the beginning, still it was 
used judiciously and at the close of the year there was 
usually a very substantia l increase in the membership 
of the District.

This then is the way to advance our Home Missionary 
work. L e t  us elect our very best  men to the office o f  
District Superintendent, gc lly  men, men of zeal and 
evangelistic ability; then let us honor them by placing 
some money into the ir  hands to carry on the work, en- 
courge them iy every way we can, stand by them to the  
very last, and then if they do not make good, make a 
change a t  the next Assembly, and pu t in som eone else 
until you do find some one th a t  makes it  go good. I 
say this because I mean it. We can not, dare not, le t  
friendship or love for one a n o th e re n te r  here. We m ust 
have men th a t  make good, for every other in teres t  of 
the church res ts  here. We m ust have successlul D ist­
r ic t Superin tendents and then let us honor ai.d respect 
them as we should.

This is to advise th a t  I have made an audit covering 
all cash receipts and d isbursem ents of the  N o rth w es t  
Nazarepe  College during the period July 1st, 1921 to the  
presen t date.

Carbon copies of each rece ip t issued was checked with 
cash book en try  and all receip ts have been taken into 
the  cash account in the correc t  amounts. All cash dis­
bursem ent entr ies were verified as correct by compar­
ing the  paid bank checks, receipts and paid bills 
v’ith the disbursement entries. Verif ication was made 
as to correc t  computations of all to tals  and balances; 
Therefore, I hereby certify  th a t  the cash account is 
correct and not an error  or discrepancy appears in same.

An examination was made of the  monthly trial bal­
ances and s ta tem en ts  of income and expenditures in­
cluding an inspection of accounting records used td de­
rive this information. These records indicate th a t  all 
financial operations have been handled through a pro­
per classification of accounts, th a t  the General and Sub­
sidiary Ledger accounts are  in balance with the  control 
accounts; also th a t  the segregations maintained on Rev­
enues and Expenditures is not only accurate  in every? 
manner, but the sys tem  re f lec ts  a high degree of 
thought and efficiency on the part  of officials in charge 
of the accounting depar tm en t .
