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DENOMINATIONAL DESTINY
Denominations are not an un-mixed 

evil. In fac t i t  seems to be the only way 
th a t God can preserve the fa ith  of the 
fathers. He perm itted Israel to be di­
vided, when the ten tribes, which touch­
ed heathenism  more closely than  the two 
tribes did, had become so ta in ted  with 
sin as to th reaten  the sp iritua lity  of the 
entire nation. This preserved the two 
tribes fo r several hundred years longer. 
Then they were carried  into bondage 
also.

When Catholicism was trium phan t 
over all Christendom, there never was so 
deep a lapse of pure spirituality , as then. 
The only th ing  th a t saved the soul o" t ' e 
C hristian Church was the Reform ation 
under Luther, and th a t was the origina­
tion of denominations. When the Protes­
tan tism  of England, as represented by

gin th e ir  career. He m arks out for 
them a plan, a program , a reason for 
existence. H is blessing is conspicuously 
on them  as long as they adhere to th a t 
plan, and follow th a t program . When 
they cease, o r le t down, o r cool off, or 
deflect. He w ithdraw s His blessing.

Second, every denom ination,can final’y 
fail of their divine destiny,^ and reach 
the scrap heap of decadent movements. 
The path  of history is lined and marked 
with ju s t such defunct efforts. St. 
F rancis in the tw elfth  century started  
one, and it  flourished fo r a while, and 
then decayed. The W aldenses, and the 
Albigenses were such a movement, and 
never were there more devout people, 
than  they generated, but they passed. 
The Quitists, the Pietists, the Covenan­
ters, the Brownists, the Quakers, the

to be very plain, and th a t is, th a t  i t  was 
raised up to emnhasize th ree th in g s : 
Holiness evangelism; Holiness organized 
and thus perpetuated; Holiness girdling  
the globe through Missionary effort. 
H aving been raised up fo r th is purpose, 
we should bend every energy, and pu t 
fo rth  every effort to realize the purpose 
of our origin. All side lines m ust bend 
to the main current. We are not out to 
build church buildings, except as we need 
them to house holiness, and give us 
p lants fo r the transaction  of the business 
to which we are called, th a t of establish­
ing the cause of holiness in every town, 
city, community and cou.ntry in  the 
world. We are not called to build and 
run schools, except as we are compelled 
to have them to educate a  in in istry  and 
a lai<-y th a t will give us the results th a t
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the Church of England, became corrupt, 
the Lord caused the rise of P resbyterian­
ism in Scotland, Congregationalism i.i 
England proper, la te r  on Quakerism, 
and finally Methodism, which was fclbw - 
ed subsequently by the Salvation Army. 
Every one of these while they gSTierated 
hard  feelings, and in some degree evi­
denced presum ption, nevertheless were a 
blessing in re ta rd ing  the decline of the 
faith , and in keeping a sp iritua l people 
alive fo r the fu rtherance of God’s cause.

Methodism was especially raised up to 
propagate the second work of grace, i. e. 
holiness of heart and life. When th a t 
g rea t movement began to decline in its 
em phasis on th a t precious tru th , God 
raised up the F ree Methodists, and the 
National Holiness Association. Wher 
these had ceased to be as evangelistic as 
He desired he raised up the Church ol 
the Nazarene.

All th is leads to certain  and inevitabl? 
conclusions: First, th a t every denomi­
nation th a t is raised up, has a dest ny. 
God places Providential adjustm ents 
around each, so th a t they are led to be-

P uritans, the B aptists, the Methodists, 
(and tim e would fa il us merely to men­
tion th e ir  nam es,) have risen, re-estab­
lished the old fashioned fa ith  of genuine 
regeneration, and often of holiness of 
heart, as well, flourished a while, drifted 
w ith the tide, adm itted laxity  and world­
liness, and finally passed into a condi­
tion where they had a name to live, but 
largely speaking were dead.

The third  conclusion is th a t a f te r  a 
church, a denomination, a movement, has 
lapsed there is never any hope of its 
restoration. There are always strenu ­
ous efforts to do this, and they resu lt 
favorably for a short time, but the in ­
evitable d r if t is resumed, the downward 
tendency is again  se t in motion, and the 
lapse into a moribund condition is a t 
last final and complete. H istorv speaks, 
and when it  does, any individual opinion 
to the contrary , merelv advertises th a t 
individual’s ignorance of history.

These conclusions lead us to certain  
and very obvious observations. The first 
one is that' the Church of the Nazarene 
is divinely originated. Its  purpose seems

our destiny demands. If  other schools 
would, or could, do this, we would not 
need to have a school o r a  College in 
all Nazarenedom. But they will not, and 
cannot, and hence we m ust have our 
educational program . We are not called' 
to build and run hospitals, except as we 
have to have them to give our sick, 
maimed and worn-out workers the care 
they must have, and an opportunity  to 
bo healed, or to die, under auspices th a t 
will not rob them of the ir fa ith , o r con­
vince them th a t the church is ungratefu l 
and has forgotten them.

Our chief business as Nazarenes is to 
spread holiness over these lands. W hat­
ever contributes to th a t, m ust be carried  
through. To have trained  m inisters to  
do th a t, to have trained missionaries to 
do th a t, we m ust have schools, and to  
have a place to care fo r the w arrio rs 
who are invalided home we m ust have 
hospitals, and to house the cause a f te r  
it is generated, we m ust have buildings. 
B ut first, last and all the time, we m ust 
spread holiness! Evangelistically, by

THE HOLY SPIRIT - THE COMFORTER

W hile the first th ree Gospels point to 
the coming of Jesus as the central hope 
of C hristians, ' the Gospel of John sug­

gests the coming of the  S p irit as the 
source of com fort and consolation of the 
disciples. V arious thoughts are brought 
in connection w ith the coming of the 
Holy Spirit. F irs t  among these and the 
most prom inent in  the Gospel is th a t He 
will be a  Comforter. Jesus had  plainly 
told the disciples th a t  He was going 
away, and sorrow  had filled the ir hearts, 
fo r He had been the ir hope and joy and 
comfort in th e ir  earth ly  pilgrim age. ‘ To 
console them He tells them  He will pray  
the F a th e r and He would give them an ­
other Com forter. They would not be 
le f t , orphans, Jesus in the person of 
the Com forter would come to them. He 
would be near them.

A fter speaking of the Holy S p irit as 
the Comforter, He continues by bringing 
out other characteristics of the S pirit 
and His work. F irs t  He designates Him 
as the S p irit of tru th . Among the Greeks 
there was considerable speculation on 
such abstract subjects, and the questions 
m ight arise w hat indeed a fte r  all is . 
tru th . Here we find th a t tru th  is not 
simply an abstraction, bu t is embodied 
in a personality. Jesus had said, “I am 
the way, the tru th , and the life” ; now 
He calls the Spirit, the S p irit of tru th ; 
tru th  in its most real form  is found in 
the divine personalities of Jesus Christ 
the Saviour and the Holy Spirit. The 
secret of the g rea t riddles of th is uni­
verse of ours is found in  the deity and 
person of Jesus C hrist and in  the Holy 
Spirit, the Com forter, who will guide us 
into all tru th . We need not w ander in 
darkness about the essential issues of 
life, but through the Holy S p irit we may 
have knowledge of all.

Regarding these most im nortan t facts 
of our human life, the Gospel is very ex- . 
plicit as to the active agency of the 
S p irit in m aking all clear. We are told 
th a t He will convict the world of sin. 
The presence and tu rp itude of sin is one 
of the most vital issues in  the history of 
mankind. This then is one of the func­
tions of the Holy S p irit to ever bring 
home to the atten tion  of men the fact 
th a t they are sinners. I f  the Holy S pirit 
did not convict men of sin, we would 
have no background to work ag a in s t; 
the tru th  of the word preached would 
not take hold of the h earts  of men. Then 
not only does the Holy S p irit convince 
of sin, but He also sets before men an 
ideal of righteousness: His work is not 
only negative, i t  is also positive. There 
is present in  the h ea rt of every being 
some ideal of w hat is r ig h t and good 
as well as a  knowledge of sin. All this 
is through the convincing power of the 
Holy Spirit. F inally  among the g rea t 
essential issues, the Holy S p irit con­
victs of judgm ent to come. There is in 
man a certain  “fea rfu l looking forw ard” 
to something they know not w h a t when 
they, m ust give account of the sins of

th is  life. These g rea t fundam entals of 
tru th  the S p irit is ever bringing to the 
rem em brance of.m an. .

Not onK  does the S p irit reveal tru th  
and quicken our consciences to the g rea t 
fundam ental tru th s  of hum an life, but 
He also reveals 'Jesu s . He teaches the 
g rea t fac ts  of th e  person of C hrist; He 
directs all tru th  seekers not to Himself, 
but to Christ. He takes the tru th  th a t 
C hrist gave and opens up its  inner mean­
ing to disciples and ever reveals to them 
the hidden and inner teachino" of C hrist’s 
words. He always glorifies Christ. Thus 
we have the office work of the Com forter 
who was to come unto "the disciples and 
ever is present and active in the Church 
today.

lite ra tu re , by testimony, by song, by ser­
mon; a t home, abroad, and all the time. 
To that we are called. Woe are we if we 
fail to do it!

Our second observation ' is, th a t as 
other denominations and movements have 
failed, so we can fail. As the pathw ay of 
history is strew n w ith the bones of other

easily beset us, and run  w ith patience 
the race th a t is set before uS. and be the 
one solitary  exception of a  denomination 
th a t has actually carried out the pro­
gram  th a t God has placed in our hands, 
and was runn ing  tru e  to form , when the 
Head of the Church came back to earth  
a g a in !

A V ISIT TO TH E STATE 
PENITENTIARY

On Sunday afternoon, Ja n u ary  80th, 
a group of young people attended the 
services given a t  the sta te  penitentiary. 
I t being “rally  day” in Boise, there was 
quite a large num ber of students a ttend­
ing the various services.

The meeting was to be held a t  2:30. 
A little  while before th a t hour, about 
tw enty students got into the truck, and 
Mr. Miller drove us over. A few s tu ­
dents came in separate cars. Everyone 
had arrived a t the appointed hour and 
we were all ushered into the chapel 
building. I t  was a fa irly  large building, 
capable of seating about 250 people. We 
students were seated on three rows cf 
benches, which were placed in the fron t 
of the room. The prisoners, perha;:E onj 
hundred and fifty in number, filed into 
the large room and took the ir seats 
on the long benches which were arranged

in rows. We all eagerly watched the d if­
fe ren t expressions on the faces of the 
prisoners. Most of them  seemed to be 
between the ages of eighteen and th irty - 
five. I t  was very sad to think of the 
fac t th a t they were some m other’s boy.

The service s ta rted  on time. Several 
songs were sung, m anv of which were 
selected by the prisoners. Professor De 
Long asked them  to call out the num ber 
of the song they preferred  to sing, and 
there was a quick response from  all 
sides. I t  w as In teresting to note the 
eager response of these men throughout 
the entire service. One little  fellow 
asked th a t  we sing, “Let the Lower 
L ights be B urn ing”. I t  was really  soul­
gripping to w atch the expression on the 
face of th a t  m an as he softly sang, 
along w ith the rest of us. A fter these 
numerous songs had been sung, Mrs. De 
Long rendered a special song, which was 
listened to very attentively by the con­
gregation. Several ring ing  testimonies 
were given by several of the students, 
a f te r  which Professor De Long delivered 
the message. The tonic of his sermon 
was, “W hich Direction Are You Headed 
F o r?” The congregation was greatly  
touched by his message.

Upon closing, several of the prisoners 
shook hands with Professor De Long, 
which showed the ir appreciation of the 
service. We all filed out of the chapel 
with a more serious, sad feeling than 
we had when we entered.
