The Veterans' Admin­
istration in figuring what its administrative and operating re­
quirements for veterans will be in the future, has computed that 
3,40,000 World War II veterans will be cdiv^in the year 2000.

Representative Shafer (R.-Mich.) has proposed that the gov­
ernment save money by issuing free life insurance for the armed 
services and all war veterans. He thinks it would be cheaper to 
give them the insurance than to pay out what it costs to collect 
the premiums. He said that the joint army-navy personnel board 
already has appropriated the principle of free insurance for 
men and women on active military duty.

K enneth worked a year in thd 
post office, then was drafted into 
the 101 airborne division of the 
glider infantry. He w ent to Eng­
land for training and spent D-day 
on U tah beach, Normandy. He 
was wounded in June and re tu rn ­
ed to Plym outh, England, bu t flew 
back over France the day after 
Christmas to join his outfit in Bel­
gium New Years day, 1945.

“We were w ith  every arm y on 
the w estern front at one tim e or 
another,” K enneth explained, and 
his outfit visited England, France, 
Belgium, Austria, and Holland, 
and stopped only at H itler’s home 
at Bertesgaden in Germany.

K enneth received his discharge 
from  the arm y on the fourth  anni­
versary of Pearl Harbor and came 
to NNC in  January, 1946, w here 
he became vice president of the 
LSP society and took a leading 
role in a play. He found time, as 
president of his sophomore class, 
to play baseball and fill the  du­
ties of the vice president of the 
General Missionary society by 
taking chMge of prayer and fast­
ing.
