Cadet Brokaw is taking eight 
hours of mathematics, two and one- 
half hours of engineering drawing, 
two and one-half hours of̂  English, 
three and one-half hours of P. E.

Any spare time that he 
has is spent studying the Russian 
language.

Plebes such as Brokaw are not al­
lowed to leave the Academy from 
their entrance on July 3, to the next 
June with the exception of major 
football games in Philadelphia and 
New York City.

Point take their term examinations.

Approximately 10 per cent of the 
cadets who enroll drop out by the 
end of the first year either by per­
sonal choice or by request due to ex­
cessive demerits. Failure to pre­
pare for ONE class ONE day is 
punishable by 15 demerits and 20 
hours of walking the “area”. A 
slight difference is reported be­
tween West Point and N. N. C. in 
this respect.

First place honors in girls bas­
ketball, boys’ softball, boys’ ping 
pong, and second places in football, 
boys’ basketball, volleyball, girls’ 
softball, and participation points 
enabled the ADPs to edge past the 
SLAs in athletic points with 
2,130y2. The leading SLAs took

participation points for a total of 
1,922 points for second place. The 
Olys with firsts in football, boys’ 
softball (tie), boys’ tennis singles 
and doubles, boys’ golf, and horse­
shoes had a third place total of 
1,695% points for a scant 33-point 
margin over the LSPs. The LSP 
girls took firsts in tennis singles, 
softball and ping pong and seconds 
in basketball and tennis doubles to 
capture an important part of their 
1,662 athletic points.

Most participation points went to 
the ADPs for the third straight se­
mester with a total for both ath­
letic and literary of 514. Second 
were the SLAs with 497 points fol­
lowed by the LSPs with 467 and the 
Olys with only 197.

Presentation of the Faculty Lov­
ing Cup to the winning SLA society 
will take place during chapel Feb. 
18. Following the semi-annual pre­
sentation ceremonies there will be 
meetings of the societies.
